Tacoma, March 8.— Nelson Bennett, 
of Tacoma, has secured tbe contract for 
damming the Snake river in Idaho, nt 
a point-38 miles above Bhoehone folia, 
and building 66 miles of" canal on tbe 
south aide of tbe river and 24 miles on 
tbe north side, not including laterals, 
which will reclaim 940,000 acres of 
land under tbe new government irriga­
tion law. Tbe dam ia to cost $400,000 
or more, and the canals $2,600.000, not 
including tbe laterals. The larger 
canal ia to be 80 feet wide at the top, 
and to carry ton feet of water, which la 
to be raised from tbe river 48 feet. 
Tbe contract is let by tbe Twin Falla 
land and water company, of Salt Lake. 
Two lections of tbe canal most be com­
plete in one year. Fcr the completion 
of the entire work five years ate al­
lowed.

Mr. Bennett is today shipping sev­
eral trminloada ef his outfit to a spell 
station on tbe O. R. A N. known as 
Kimame. The canals are to be in 
Owyhee and Lincoln counties.
