Surgery in High Favor.

Not 80 many years ago surgical oper-
ations were generally regarded by the
public a8 a means of last resort, and
were submitted to only when the pa-
tient or his family was advised that
no other escape was open for the suf-
ferer. Frequently the sick man was in
extremes when he went under the sur-
geon's knife, and it is asserted by med-
ical men that the large mortality in a
glven number of gperations was due
to this fact. In this way the popular
fear of going through these ordeals
was Increased, the surgeons generally
being held responsible for the fatal
outcome,

To-day there is less fear of the knife,
and statistics show that the mortality
is far less. This is attributed by the
profession to the advanced views now
held and what may be termed the
greater popularity of * surgery. Of
course, a most potent contribution to
this condition of affairs is the more ex-
tensive knowledge possessed by the
modern surgeon and his greater skill.
But there is another source from which
help comes; that is, that cases requir-
ing the services of surgeons are not de-

layed until the last minute, when theJ

patients are so exhausted or they can-
not stand the shock they must neces-
sarily sustain,

To-day it is appreclated by all stu-
dents of the ills to which flesh is heir
that if the knife is to be used the soon-
er it is done the better; just as every-
body knows that If a disease is to be
checked the sooner medicine is admin-
istered the better. And to this view of
the matter the doctor and the surgeon
have gradually educated the people.
This accounts for the popularity of sur-
gery and for the material diminishing
of the death rate of persons passing
under the knife.—Baltimore Herald.

Thick Gingerbread.

Mix three quarters of a pound flour
three-quarters of am ounce ground
ginger, half ounce earbonate of soda,
two ounces of shredded candied peel
together; put two otnces butter and
two ounces dripping Into a saucepan
to melt; add four ounces of brown
sugar and half pound golden syrup,
and allow sugar to dissolve over a
gentle heat. Make & hole in the mid-
dle of the flour, and pour In sugar,
butter and syrup. When it 1s partly
mixed and slightly cooled, add two
eggs and a little milk. The mixture
should be just moist enough to run
off -the spoon. Bake in a deep tin for
two hours. Cut into squares. This
ginger-bread will keep for weeks In a
covered tin. ‘

Wash and scrape two small ecarrots,
a turnip, two sticks of celery, and an
onion. B8lice these vegetables very thin
and fry in a tablespoonful of butter
until of a yellow color.

Three teaspoonfuls of baking
powder will add to its lightness. Bake
in a moderate oven.
