Meeting-house, both before and during
the Revolution, dldn’t they?”

Indeed they did! No bullding In
America has been the scene of more

» thrilling events than has this ancient

house of worship.

Had this boy, who was eager to see
the Old Bouth Meeting-house because
of all that it stands for, been in Bos-
ton on the 20th day of last Aprll, he
might have gone into the time-honored
old bullding In company with hun-
dreds of other boys, and a great many
girls, who came from all parts of the
¢ity to be present at the “Children's
Hour” in the “0ld South.” This is a
pemi-yearly event In Boston. It Is a
part of what is called the “0ld South
Work;” which is a good work, having
for its chlef purpose the bringing of
the young people of Boston and Amer-
fea into an Intimate knowledge of
early American history,

On this 20th day of April the Old
Bouth Meeting-house was packed with
boys and girls from the public schools,
to hear about Willlam Blackstone, the
first settler in the city of Boston. A
large orchestra of boys and girls from
one of the publle schools played pat-
riotlc airs, and I remember that at one
“Children’'s Hour” In the Old South
two hundred school girls sang the ode
which was composed and sung when
President George Washington visited
Boston in 1780. You see that they
still “do things” of a patriotic nature
in this old 'meeting-house—haljowed,
as It Is, by memories of Washington
and Adams and Otis and Hancock and
all the good men and true who helped
to give our country Its most valued
possession — independence.—8t. Nich-
olas.
