Beetho­
ven could not bear I t  could not know 
that his svmnhony hat) pleased. Th 
apis use grew louder and louder. Pina: 
ly one o f the musicians touched Beetho­
ven upon the arm. He turned and saw 
what be had not been able to bear.

I t  was after be bad become deaf that 
many o f Beethoven’s greatest composi­
tions were written, a proof that by 
force o f w ill alone a man may - prove 
hlm ielf greater than circumstance.

COOKING IN T H E  CHURCH.

Light and heavy housekeeping as 

practiced In up-to-date churches la a 
revelation to tbe people who see It for 
tbe first time. Tbe country visitor la 
apt to be shocked or delighted, accord­
ing to temperament Many conserva­
tiva folk. Including missionaries, rural 
pastora, and laymen, come to censure 
and remain to digest

Why shouldn’t a church have a 
kitchen?

What could be more practical? It la 
asked. There are clubrooma, libraries, 
and gymnasiums In churches nowadays, 
and people say It la quite proper to 
have a well-furnished kitchen capable 
of supplying after meeting refresh 
mente and the solid meals o f rarer oc­
casions. o

In some churches the ecclesiastic 
kitchen gives forth a savory effluence 
three times s day. A  cup o f  ooffee hot 
from tbe urn often heartens tbe min­
ister before be ascends tbe pulpit Aged 
members o f the congregation, wearied 
by a long service, may be revived In 
tbe basement by a draught o f steaming 
oolong.

" I t  la a sign o f progresa,”  said an 
enthusiastic matron, who manages one 
church kitchen, the other day. "The 
food at festivals and sociables used to 
be a byword. Everything waa cold, 
soggy and uneatable.

"People nibbled at things out o f a 
sense o f religious duty end went to a 
good restaurant afterward. Now tbe 
menu at any affair compares favorably 
with what you get outside.

“ A  missionary to China said that our 
church reminded her o f tbe Chinese 
temples which are used as hotels by 
travelers. Anybody ont there may 
sleep and get bis meals In the temple, 
which Is often tbe only available pub­
lic bouse.

"Now, I  think that speaks well for 
the Chinese and for ourselves. Tbe 
church can never be made too popular 
and too useful. Religion ought not to 
be an enemy to modern Improvements.” 

"One good thing about church kitch­
ens,”  said an uptown matron, "Is that 
they permit us servant tyrannised folk 
to practice a little cookery. I  could 
never dare~to enter my kitchen at bom» 
and make experiments In cook’s pres­
ence. But I  can go to tbe church es­
tablishment and educate myself in all 
tbe departments o f culinary a r t  Also 
one meets there ladles who have trav­
eled and there la a chance to acquire 
the rudiments o f cosmopolitan cook­
e ry *

W illiam  H. Chase, the portrait paint­
er, tells s story o f the time when the 
late James McNeil Whistler was at 
outs with tbe Royal Academy at Lon­
don.

* Paradoxical aa It may seem, the moat 
difficult thing to prove In a court o f 
law la who you are. I t  la a almpla 
matter If you have still living plenty 
o f relatives o f an older generation, but 
suppose your parents and 
aunts are dead, it becomes well-nigh 
Impossible, says a writer In tbe New 
York World. As a (patter o f fa c t  your 
knowledge o f your Identity la absolute­
ly hearsay. You know your father and 
mother caljed you their son, and to 
that fact yon may testify I f  tbe ques­
tion o f your Identity should ever come 
before a Judge and Jury. But the testi­
mony goes before tbe Jury w ith tbe 
warning from the Judge that It is only 
hearsay, for you have no personal 
knowledge o f the matter.

Official town or parish records era 
valuable, but by no means conclusive. 
Suppose you are John Smith, son o f 
Robert and Mary Smith, born at A l­
bany on August 1, 1866. Tbe record o f 
births in tbe Bureau o f Vital Statistics

To establish the connection between 
you and the person mentioned In the 
records. In other words to prove your 
own identity, Is the difficulty. I f  your 
mother is alive she can do It ; I f  any 
relative who has known you since you 
were born la alive be can do I t  

Tbe successive suits for the estate 
o f A. T. Stewart failed on such grounds 
as these. Tha plaintiffs, cousins o f tbe 
late Mrs. Stewart, were unable to prove 
their relationship. I t  waa necessary In 
one o f these cases that a man should 
prove his late father and A. T. Stewart 
to have been brothers, but be had no 
personal knowledge o f tbe matter; be 
had beard his father In Ireland refer 
to A. T. Stewart aa his brother, but 
tha court would not let hjm testify 
even to that, and, aa the defendants de­
nied the relationship, the case fall to 
tbe ground.

Tha identity o f a person becomes 
even harder o f proof after ha la dead. 
In  tha Royal Arcanum there are sev­
eral hundred thousand dollars o f death 
benefits tied op because o f tbe Inability 
o f heirs to prove that tha Insured man 
la dead.

Very often It is necessary to success 
in litigation over an estate to prove 
not only who were your, parents, but 
who .were your grandparent«. Family 
Bibles, with tbe records therein, help 
ont In this, but are not at all conclu­
sive. Birth and marriage certificates 
are accepted as corroborative, but it 
requires quite a mass o f such matter, 
together with at least some witnesses 
who can testify o f their own personal 
knowledge, before a court w ill accept 
such a fact as proved to Its satisfac­
tion.
