Lucena, Tayabas, P. I.
January 26th—We like our new 

style o f living very well. We 
have onr same pleasant rooms, 
but we use only three o f them— 
the bedroom, parlor and ball. 1 
say “ pleasant,”  but you prob­
ably would think otherwise 
they are located over a Chinese 
«tore on the Main street. Ameri 
cans who ¿all thongh, invarably 
exclaim “ How nicely you are 
£xed!" We stop tor our meals 
on our way to  and from school, 
so do not have to  take extra 
steps. ________ ,____ ______

We now have tw o tonrists in 
Lucena. “ A novel thing.”  They 
are tw o American ladies from 
Honolulu. Mr. McKillop is get­
ting tw o Spanish lessons per 
week now in exchange for tw o 
in English. He is doing well 
with the Spanish. I f  he learns it 
well enough, he is thinking some 
o f entering the consulate service 
instead o f teaching for a life 
work. He has not .investigated 
fully as yet, however.

Well! February has begun and 
we can now say school closes 
next month for the long vaca­
tion. We shall not be sorry for 
we are quite, willing to take a 
rest. We think we shall spend 
most o f the vacation in Manila 
so that Mr. McKillop can take 
special lessons in Spanish.

We have been having a pleas­
ant time with some tourists who 
are in Lucena to study Philippine 
life out in the province. One o f 
them is Mrs. Day, an authoress 
and a widow of one of the lead­
ing physicians o f Honolulu, She 
is a very sweet woman. She is 
out here to try to get her mind 
off o f her great sorrow. Her 
companion is Dorothy Wood the 
seventeen year old daughter o f 
Mrs. Day’s husband’s partner.

Yesterday we planned a picnic 
in their honor. The members of 
the party were Mr. Storm, Mrs. 
Townsend, Mrs. Day, Dorothy, 
Dole who is Mrs. Townsend’s 
little boy, Mr. McKillop and 
myself. We were to start at six 
in the morning. The evening be­
fore both Mr. McKillop and Mrs. 
Day told Mr. Walker, the Negro 
who runs the hotel, to have 
breakfast promptly at 5:45. He 
said he would have it waiting 
for us. They also had promises 
that the three corramatas (bug­
gies) would be waiting at six. 
The next morning at ten minutes 
before six we went to breakfast 
and found the hotel locked up 
and not a light visible except in 
Mrs. Day’s room. Mr. McKillop 
called Mr. Walker and made him 
start breakfast, and after wait­
ing about a half hour we got a 
bite to eat. Daring all this time 
Mr. Storm was trying to get the 
corramatas. The horses were 
oat in the pasture and must be 
caught. The corramatas were 
a t another place. After mani­
fold delays we got started at 
seven. We got along famously 
until we forded the river. One 
o f the horses o f the second rig 
jumped about in a surprising 
way but caused no particular 
trouble. Our horses balked about 
six times in crossing and finally 
Mr. McKillop and the driver 
had to get out into the water 
and shove both the rig and the 
horses. We then rode through a 
very pretty little stretch o f coun­
try and at eight arrived in Pag- 
bilao, an adjoining town. Here 
we got out of the rigs and after 
ordering the drivers to take 
them to Maligboy and await us 
there, we all got into a big canoe 
with five oarsmen, went down 
the river to the ocean and then 
along the coast until we came to 
another river and went np it. 
The river was shallow so that 
the boat could’nt go close to the

shore so flir. McKillop toated ns 
ladies ashore one by one. Mr. 
Storm didn't help, tor as he is un­
married he felt too shy to carry 
an armful o f femininity. We bad 
a number of showers, but as we 
were provided with shawls and 
waterproofs, we did not get wet. 
We ate onr lunch in the mouth o f 
a cave where we were sheltered 
from the rain. For lunch we 
had sandwiches, chicken, pickles, 
cheese, cake, with plenty o f or­
anges and bananas. After eat­
ing, Mr. Storm, Mr. McKillop, 
Dorothy and I  took candles and 
explored the cave. We went in 
for about 170 feet. We stooped 
most o f the way bat could stand 
erect at several places. The cave 
was filled with little bats and 
when they whizzed by ns we in­
voluntarily jumped. The cave 
extended still further but we did 
not go as crawling would have 
been necessary. We saw a num­
ber o f caves near but did not ex 
amine any others. After return­
ing to onr boat we went a half 
mile further up the river and got 
out and started to walk the half 
mile to Maligboy where our 
rigs were. Ordinarily the walk 
would have been lovely, but it 
had rained so that the mud was 
awful. We waded through it 
somehow. It  was so slippery 
that one o f our party fell flat 
seven times during the trip, but 
the rest of us managed to keep 
on our feet. Our shoes and 
stockings and the bottoms of 
onr skirts were so mad soaked 
that before getting in the rigs 
we walked right into a stream 
and washed away most o f it. 
Onr trip home was uneventful 
except that our horses balked at 
every hill. We are all in fine 
trim today except that the 
cramped position in the boat 
yesterday makes stair climbing 
painful.

We are having the finest 
weather we have had since com­
ing to the Islands, and my health 
I  thtnk was never better than it 
has been the past few months. 
Don’t you think that yon had 
better come ont here and engage 
in raising cocoanuts or hemp. 
There is good money in both 
and there is no danger of over­
stocking the market either. And 
after about a year yon will have 
the best health you ever had.
