Typhold fever Is a preventable dis
ease ; so absolutely preventable, indeed,
that It Is no exaggeration to say that
somebody ls to blame for every case
that occurs, although, so devious are
the ways by which the germ travels

from [ts to its destination, it is
often very difficult to place the blame
where It belongs. It is, broadly speak-
ing, a country disease; that Is, the first
cases in an epldemic in a city are al-
most always attributable to a contam-
ination of the milk supply, or of the
water supply at its origin or along Its
course In the country. After the dis-
ease has got well under way it may be
spread broadcast by other means—flies,
for example,

In certain parts of the country It
usually prevalls more or less all the
time In the form of Isolated cases, but
In cities It often breaks out in epldemic
form. Apart from the water or mlilk
contamination, typhold fever is not in-
frequently carried to the city on' sal-
ads and vegetables that are eaten raw.

The disease begins In from one to
two weeks after the Infecting material
has been taken Into the stomach. The
first symptoms are Indefinite—head-

ache, loss of appetite, sometimes slight |.

chills, and a general listlessness and
loss of strength. These symptoms ln-
crease in severity for a week, accom-
panied by steadily rising fever, higher
in the evening than In the morning.
Diarrhoea I8 frequent ; the headache 18
often exceedingly acute.

As the disease progrésses the physi
cal forces are greatly depressed. The
tongue and mouth are dry, there Is ex-
ceasive thirst, and there may be delir-
fum. In very severe cases the patient
lies on his back, low In the bed, mut-
tering Indistinctly and plucking alm-
lessly at the bed clothes.

In favorable cases Improvement
comes in the third or fourth week. The
fever declines, the tongue becomes
molst, the patlent takes an interest In
his surroundings, and as convalescence
is established, begins to elamor for
food.

In no disease is careful nursing so
fmportant as In typhold fever. Indeed,
In many cases It may ‘be sald the pa-
tlent owes his life more to the nurse
than to the doctor, although with equal
truth it may be sald that in no dis
ease ls the constant watchfulness of
the physician more needed.

But the dutles of the nurse are not
confined to caring for the patient, Bhe
has the grave responsibility npon her
of protecting others from contagion.
The polson Is thrown off in the dls-
charges from the bowels and bladder,
and these should be kept for at least
two hours In a vessel contalning an
equal amount of some powerful disin-
fectant before being thrown away.
They should never be thrown on the
ground In any place where the rain
would wash them Into a stream or well
or cistern. They had better be thrown
into a hole In which is put at the same
time a quantity of copperas or un-
slaked llme.—Youth's Companion.
