NEW SYSTEM  OF SURVEYS.

AuthorityBill to Give Commissioner 
to Employ Mon.

Washington, Jan. 88.— In his annual 
report Land Comissioner Ballinger 
om mended tba abolition of the orseent 
system of making public land surveys 
under tba oon tract system and urged 
congress to authorise the employment 
bv the government of competent sur­
veyor*, whose Bole duty shall be the 
surveying and resnrveying of public 
lands. Representative Mitohell, of 
Wyoming, chairman of the house com­
mittee on public lands, has introduced 
a bill in the bouse giving the commis­
sioner authority to employ n ch fo r- 
veyors for the purpose stated, bat al­
lowing him also to use his discretion as 
to th* advisability o f making a part of 
the surveys under the old contract sys­
tem.

There are acme surveyors on govern­
ment work who have produced satisfac­
tory results, but the chief criticism of 
the old oon tract system is that it 

stea a great deal of time, and re 
qoiraa taro or three years from the 
time of application to get a given tract 
surveyed and the survey accepted. The 
Mondell bill w ill form the basis of 
whatever legislation oongreen may at­
tempt on the subject this winter.

San Francisco Determined to Exter­
minate Dieses« Spreaders.

Ban Francisco, Jan. 28.— Reports by 
plague experts show that the dis­
hes been almost entirely eliminat­

ed from the city, bat the battle against 
tba rata is to be pressed with new 
vigor. There have been no new cases 
for more than two weeks. Only two 
oases are now under treatment. De­
spite these encomaging features, the 
force of men in the employ of the 
health board is to be increased and the 
distribution of poison to be continued 
on a larger scale.

A ll tbis is to be done as a precau­
tionary measure. The theory held by 
Dr. Rupert Bine, the Federal expert in 
charge of the situation, is that the con­
tagion is carried from the rat to the hu­
man being by the flea. In the winter 
months the fleas vanish, to reappear 
with the spring and summer. An ex­
amination of tba rodents last Septem­
ber showed tbat one-half 'of one per 
cent were infected. Tbs examination 
at the present time shows that one-half 
par oent are infected.

Troops Repel Tribesman.
Tangier, Jan. 28.— Advices received 

here state that the Zenatia and On led 
A li tribes attacked the French troops 
January 28, but were repulsed with 
severe loss. The French littoral and 
mediouna columns had just effected a 
junction when the tribesmen, in battle 
array, covering a front of about four 
miles, swept down in crescent forma­
tion. The Spahis bora tba brunt of 
the attack, making several gallant 
charges, which, however, interfered to 
some extent with the aerk of the ar­
tillery.

Lisbon Officials Afraid.
Lisbon, Jan. 28.--Although the gov­

ernment apparently is master of the 
situation, much nervousness is mani­
fested in official oirolas following tba 
plot to overthrow tba monarchy and 
establish Portugal aa a republic. Pre­
mier Franco, upon the advice of the po­
lios, sleeps each night in a different 
bouse, surrounded by cavalry. Th* 
police have dhoovered a number of 
plaoe* where revolvers and bombs have 
bean stored by the conspirators.

Washington, Jan. 27. —  Attorney 
General Bonaparte directed that a bill 
In equity be filed to art aside the con­
trol by tba Union Pacific Railway oom- 
pony and Its subsidiary corporations of 
tba Southern Pacific and tba San Pedro, 
Los Angalsa A Balt Lake railroads; also 
to ha vs deolared illegal tba ownership 
by tba Union Pacific or the Oregon 
Short Lina of stock In tba Santa Fa, the 
Groat Northern and Nbrtharn pacific 
all of said lines being competitors of 
the Union Pacific.

Honey Say* Ha Cannot Convict 
• f  Conspiracy.

Portland, Jan. 27.— Franklin Pii 
Maya, ex-state senator, was tba princi 
pal witness for tba government Satur­
day in the Hall-Mays conspiracy com  
in the Federal court. A  treacherous 
and toiling memory prevented the w il­

ls from positively associating bis va­
rious conversations with Hall and the 
dates of the lettsn that passed between 
them. Probably tbe moat damaging 
evidence against H *lk  adduced from 
the witness, was his identification of a 
otter written by himself to Bteiwer in 
which Mays told of his snocemful efforts 
n  dissuading Hall from Instituting 
criminal proceedings against tba mom­
m a of the Butte Crock oompany lor 
unlawful fencing.

Before Mays was called into the court 
room, Haney announced that ha wished 
tba indictment dismissed aganist Mays, 
who was a co-defendant with Hall and 
Edwin Mays. In making this request 
of tba coart, Heney « i d  that he did 
not oonsider that the government wss 
in possession of sufficient evidence with 
which to convict Mays of the alleged 
conspiracy. Later in the examination 
of Maya, Heney repeated tbe declare 
tlon he made before, that it eras not 
his intention to prosecute Mays on nny 
of the other remaining Indictments 
against him bora use of his physical 
condition. Judge Hunt consented to 
tbe dismissal of tbs indictment and at 
tba .same time exonerated th# bond 
Mays bad furnished. Maya was than 
•worn as a witness for tba prosecution.

Charles B. Moores, ex-register of tbe 
Oregon City land office, w ill undoubted­
ly be a witness for the government be­
fore the prosecution closes its esse 
either today or tomorrow. Jnst what 
Moons will testify can only b* con­
jectured.

^aahary Also Confesses Chargea Are 
True— Stalwar Also Expected to 

Testify Against Hall.

Port land. Jan. 28.— Sensational 
da rouging testimony aghinat John H. 
Hall, was given yesterday py Hamilton 
H . Hendricks, who testified that in 
May, 1900, he had suggested to Hall 
that Hall os# his knowledge of Illegal 
fencing by Bteiwer and his associates aa 
a political olab over W . W . Bteiwer. 
At th* morning session Hendricks, 
who was a co-defendant with Hall and 
Mays« entered a p lw  of guilty to the 
conspiracy Indictment Lata la th* 
afternoon Hendricks was called to tbe 
stand, and bis testimony, following 
that of a -numb« of minor witnesses 
who preceded him, had the effeet #f n~ 
thunder storm on a clear summer after­
noon. W hile Hendricks recited tbe 
story of his interview with Hall In 
1900, th* ex district attorney could not 
repress a commingled expression of sur­
prise and pain, w ith  drawn fwtoraa 
and clenched jaws ha scrutinised the 
witnaw as the story of th* inception o f 
his alleged unofficial relations with tbe 
an lawful fencing monopoly yraa related.
