A new field of employment for wom­
en Is to be opened by the railways 
Tbla doea not mean that the roads will 
employ women telegraphers, bnt on the 
contrary their employment will be for 
the purpose of taking the place of tele­
graphers already In the service. The 
future woman railway operating em­
ploye will be engaged at the smaller 
stations taking train orders over a tele­
phone, where formerly ouch orders «. ere 
transmitted and received by telegraph. 
This new field will be «pen to women 
when, the new nine-boor day law gov­
erning the working time of railway 
telegraphers goes Into effect on 
March 1.
