, 'Burn Dead Animals, t
In the attempt to stamp .out hog
cholera and other contaglous diseases
among llve stock the matter of burn-
Ing all dead animalyg is one of consid-
erable Importance.

Burning is much more
effective than burying, as the germs of
some diseases, as anthrax, for example,
retain their viriMty for a considerable
length of time.

JAn instructive account is published
i the Experiment Record of the De-
s ment of Agriculture of the manner
in which the yellow rust parasite acts
n susceptible and resistant varieties
of wheat. In an experiment with Mich-
igan Bronze wheat, and ' “rust-proof”
rn, young seedings of each were
infected by placing spores on the leaves.
In the Michigan wheat the germ tubes
passed Into the Inner tissues and devel-
oped rapidly, producing pustules .

In the case of the re-
slstant Eingorn wheat the germ tubes
made good thelr entry, but almost in
the beginning showed, through the mi-
eroscope, weakness and starvation, and
were unable to make further progress.
