industry la Becoming Qreater Atten­
tion Than Ever Before.

Prof. H. T. i W c b .  Director Idaho Experiment 
Station.

The bog industry in Idaho is re­
ceiving more attention now then ever 
before in the history of the state. 
The tendency to diversify farm op­
erations is stronger now than id the 
past. All alfalfa, or all sheep or all 
o f any other one thing, unless it 
ihould be fruit, is out of date for the 
majority o f farmers o f Idaho, both In 
the northern part of the state, where 
Irrigation is not practiaed, and in the 
* rigated Sections of southern Idaho.

The moat auccesful farmer, here aa 
Jsewhere, is the one who is making 

livestock on the farm one o f the im­
portant factors. As the dairy indus­
try increases in interest the raising 
o f hogs will receive more attention. 
A farmer who is not adverse to milkr 
rng cows will, as a rule, .be a success 
In handling pigs, beesuse no one can 
succeed in either line, to the fullest 
extent, unless-he looks carefully after 
details.

Tn Idaho the dairy industry is grow ­
ing, therefore I expect a more rapid 
development o f the hog industry. In 
fact, there is a strong indication that 
this is the case just now in several 
sections o f the state. Iq holding far­
mers’ institutes in southern Idaho 
much interest was noticed in the sub 
ject o f feeding and breeding bogs. 
Several shipments of pure bred stock 
have recently been made into south­
ern Idaho. Pure bred Poland Chiha, 
Duroc Jersey, Chester White and 
Berkshire pigs are found in increas­
ing numbers in every farming section 
of thè state. Poland Chinas predomi­
nate, no doubt; but the Duroc is be­
coming a close competitor in many 
sections.

Alfalfa pasture,- with a small ration 
of shorts, ground wheat or finely 
ground barley, will grow pigs very 
rapidly. This, supplemented with sep- 
erator milk, will produce a growth 
equal to that secured in the corn belt, 
and in quality we flatter ourselves 
that it is superipr.

In growth, our pigs can be made to 
compare quite favorably with those 
fed on corn. Numerous reports were

that it'wa* not difficult to produce a 
pig that would weigh two hundred 
pounds at eight months old.

Some sugar beets and other roots 
can be fed,, and are being used in 
feeding hogs in Idaho. Potatoes boiled 
and mixed with one and a half to two 
pounds of grain per hundredweight of 
pig, will produce good gains in live 
weight. Alfalfa, cut up with feed cut­
ter, and softened by steaming or even 
a sprinkling of cold water, with a lit­
tle grain, makes a good ration for 
brood sows during winter. A great 
many hogs are wintered largely on 
dry alfalfa hay, and they do very 
well.

In a state where so much cheap for­
age can be grown for hogs, there is 
great encouragement for t*'e industry.
Large yields o f wheat and barley can 
be secured on irrigated lands, and 
often the wjieat is o f low mi'.nrg 
quality, making it much more profit­
able to feed it than to sell it in the 
sack. A bushel o f  wheat will make 
from 13 to i f  pounds o f gain in live 
wfright whet/ fed to thrifty young 
hogs Wfri?hing from 75 to 175 pounds, 
hi young pigs even greater gains can 
be secured.

Field peas are grown in some sec­
tions fqr hog pasture, and berve an 
important purpose in providing good 
pasturage' durng the summer before 
the stubble fields are ready to glean.
There is a period' in summer when 
there ¡9 a lack o f good pasture in the 
grain-growing sections o f the state.
Little alfalfa or clover is grown on 
many o f 'th e  farms, and often pigs 
make very small gains during this „
neriod. Some farmers sow grain.4 **ab-es. 
such as wheat or barley, for hog pas­
ture. but even this does not produce 
as good results as would a pasture of 
alfalfa, peas or clover.

Bluegrass and white clover will 
make a good pasture in some locali­
ties where there is olhnty of moist­
ure and good soil. This does not. in 
our opinion, give as good results, 
however, as the crops mentioned 
above. Idaho farmers are much en­
couraged in raising hogs from the

a bone fertilizer on your lawn. Com* 
mercial fertilizers are generally poorly 
adapted to the soils in semi-arid re­
gions. Well-rotted msnare plneed on 
the land late in the fall and raked off 
in the spring would, I believe, be far 
more preferable. The soil in your re-- 
gion needs humus rather than fertilis­
ing elements.

Th« 
bran would practically be wasted. Ys\i 
would get good results, I believe, by 
feeding about one-half a pound per 
day of linseed meal. Alfalfa is entire­
ly nitrogenous in composition, and 
should be balanced by a more concen­
trated form of the carbo-hydrates.”

In that locality the 
depth to water is quite considerable, 
and the eoet of operating a pump would 
therefore be heavy. The farmers there 
use windmills quite exclusively, using 
gasoline engines only when the wind 
rails. However, the water is quite 
abundant when it is reached. I do not 
believe that it would be profitable for 
you to irrigate aa many os ten aeree 
unless you have a system of pipes to

Experiment Station Called Upon for 
Advice on Various Subjects.

A Seattle correspondent asks for a

He was informed a. fed
lows:

“ The station has experimented with 
all. 61 them, and finds that they will 
grow successfully in eastern Wash­
ington. The tomato and egg jilant 
should be stalled early in the season 
in hotbeds, or cold francs. With 
this care a creditable crop will be ma­
tured, The egg plant is a native o f 
warm climates, and, like the tomato, 
should be given a high, warm eleva­
tion. The okra and artichoke have 
each done very well with us, requtririg 
only the ordinary garden culture."

A farmer o f Arden wishes to know 
what apples would do well where he 
lives. Professor Tbo^nber advised 
him as follows:

“ For the soil and general climatic 
conditions you have, I advise the use 
in equal quantities of the,Jonathan, 
Rome Beauty and Wegener. It is 
possible that you might make use o f 
a great maby other varieties, b it  
thMe are apples that the all 
well, and sell for very good i 
prices in the annual markets.
