GET ON OUR /
ROLL OF HONOR.
Along in the spring a public
meeting was held in Newberg in
the interests of Yamhill County
Development League work. At
that time the purposes and plans
of the League for work were
rather fully outlined and ex-
plained. They need not be dis-
cussed in detail here. At that
meeting subscriptions were tak.
en at so much per month for the
year, for the double purpose of
aiding the County organization
in advertising Yamhill County in
general, and turnishing means of
exploiting the resources of our
town dnd Chehalem Valley. At
the same time a committee was
appointed to solicit for further
subscriptions among our busi-
ness men and citizens generally.
But the matter was allowed
to rest after that meeting, the
subscriptions which werealready
made not even_ being collected,
for the reason principally that
there seemed to be no one who
could spare the time to shoulder
the responsibility of pushing and
directing the work in this vicin-
ity. People have naturally been
wondering whether anything
was being done or whether the
whole thing had died abornin’.
But there is sufficient evidence
given in another column of this

_issue that the mt, work has
been progressing all the timeand
that the interests of our own im-
mediate neighborhood are re.
ceiving due Aattention. Heavy
expenses have been incurred by
the county orgamization in get-’
ting out adequate advertising
material, the bills for some of
which are now due. Newberg
has guaranteed acertain amount
toward this expense and we can
not afford not to make good.
And our own local advertising
needs call for further tunds.

The writer was recently elected
as secretary of the Newberg Com-
mercial Club, with instructions
to take up the matter where it
was laid down and push it ag-
gressively during the summer
months. To begin with the sub-
scriptions which have been made
have been almost entirely col-
lected up to date, and some in
advance. It has indeed been
gratifying to note the hearty
spirit with which they have been
paid, the subscribers being once
assured that the work of devel-
opment is to be pushed with vig-
or.

But the list of subscribers is
not half as big as it should be.
With very little exception, those
who have subscribed have dome
so very liberally, the amounts
ranging from one dollar to ten
dollars per month. On this list
are to be found day laborers
while on the other hand some of
the leading business institutions
of the town are not represented
at all. This is not said by way
of criticism for the matter has
simply not been presented to
some. The fact is merely stated
to pave the way for securing ad-
ditional pledges.

The next thing to do then is to
secure new subscribers and this
work will be taken up by the
secretary with the co-operation
of the committee above referred
to, the members of which are C.
A. Hodson, C. B. Wilson, H. R.
Morris, Jesse Edwards and John
Larkin.

Here is an excellent test of real
enterprise and public spirit. Ev-
erybody acknowledges the press-
ing need of the work outlined as
well as the necessity of funds for
carryiong it on. But to sacrifice
a little, to go down in your own

Jeans or to open your own till
for this purpose is another prop-
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osition with some who are ready
for the willing horse to do allthe
pulling. All will profit from the
results of the advertising and
development work and all should
be willing to sharein the expense.

Yes, it takes a public spirited
man, and also a mighty good
business man, to sow a few dol-
lars when the returns are to be
reaped some time in the future.
But let’s prove that this is just
the kind of men we have here—
the kind which insures a rosy fu-
ture to a town or community.
When the secretary or the com-
mittee approaches you on the
proposition, meet them with a
smile—and a subscription. Or
better still,” show your interest
by doing the approaching your-
selt with a voluntary offering.
By all means get on our roll et
honor.
