;Mysterious Death Near Gaston.

_| On the farm of H. D. Jennings
|in Washington county, a mile
and a half east ot Gaston and
twelve miles northwest of New-
berg, occurred the death of Rob-
ert M, Wood in some mysterious
manner at an early hour on last
Monday morning, and the case

According to Jenmings, for

whom Wood was working, he
and Wood arose about the same
hour that morning. Wood went
to the barn to do the milking,
while Jennings, whose wite is an

After a few minutes Jenvings
| went to the barn to get the milk,
jwhcn he found Wood’s body, so
he says, prostrate in front of the
barn door. Some blunt instru-
ment had pierced Wood's heart,
breaking one rib, and according
to the doctor’'s evidence, pene-
trating nearly through the vital
organ. The only thing on which
blood was found was a piece of
manger grating made of wood,
about three feet in length. On
the sharpened point of this was
blood, extending a distance of an
inch and a half.

Whether or not the young Eng-
lishman met his death at human
hands or by the animals he was
attending may never be known,
However, the theory advanced
by Jennings and generally ac-
cepted by the neighbors in that
| connection is interesting.
| Wood drove the cows from the
i'pasture to the barn, it is said.
|0nc of the cows must -have en-
| tered the door leading to the feed
iallcy, and he followed to drive
{her out. He seized a stick and as
|he entered the place the cow,
| frightened, started to go out
'through the door she entered.
The feed alley 1s narrow and she
' brushed against him. The stick
| was between him and the cow
land one end of it was pressed
'against his heart. As the cow
' continued her efforts to get out,
the stick was pressed harder
|against him until finally it pene-
| trated the body, breaking a rib,
{and going almost through his
heart. An explanation of the
fact that his body was found six
| feet outside the feed alley entrance
| which is fully 30 feet from where
| the stick was found, is that he
tried to reach the house and fell

just outside the door.
