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THE SEASON’S LYCEUM 
COURSE

-Anoth­
e r  to b e  Added—Splendid 

Talent Secured.

The cheap «hows of various 
kinds that inflict themselves on 
the public throughout the sea­
son come without invitation, but 
a  lyceum course always comes in 
the winter season and good tal­
ent is expected when announce­
ment is made that season tickets 
are to  be placed on sale for such 
a  course.

A tew days ago a number oi 
the business men were inter­
viewed aud the first eighteen 

• readily signed an agreement to 
back a lyceum course for the sea­
son, and a contract was entered 
into with C. A. Shaw of Port 
land. Others who could not be 
found on that day will be seen 
later, when they will be given an 
opportunity to assist in the un 

‘ dertaking.
It is gratifying to know that 

the course meets with such favor 
among the business men for this 
insures its success and it speaks 
well for the town as well. Mr.
Shaw remarked that in all his 
experience in Lyceum work he 
never before had seen the first 
ten men interviewed in a town 
sign up to back a course, without 
a  breaks and when eight more 
names were added he said that 
was going some more.

The three numbers contracted 
for are “ The Artist Trio,”  a mu 
sacal number; “ Rare Fun Well 
Done”  by Alton Packard, car­
toonist and humorist; and “ Acres 
o f  Diamonds:”  Where Men Suc­
ceed, a lecture by Russell H. Con- 
well the brilliant preacher, au­
thor and orator.

A fourth number will be added 
■and season tickets for the course 
will probably be sold at $1.50 
which will include reserved seats.
In order to break even, however, 
more than tw o hundred tickets 
must be sold at this price for the 
Con well lecture alone costs a 
round $200. This is a high price 
to  be sure but Russell H. Con- 
well is the most brilliant plat­

form  speaker in the field and the 
best is none too good for New­
berg. His lecture “ Acres of Dia­
monds,”  is a gem. Of his thirty 
.lectures this one has been deliv­
ered 2600 times. In twenty-one 
years he has lectured nineteen 
times at the University of Michi­
gan. Rev. H. Albert Smith says:

It is rumored that the fruit 
brokers o f New “York City got to­
gether recently, had a midnight 
meeting down in the sub-way, 
and decided that they were not 
going to pay fancy prices for Ore­
gon and Washington apples. 
There was at least one commis­
sion man who did not attend 
this meeting, however, and he 
sneaked off to Hood River and 
bought 80,000 boxes. A grape­
vine telegram says that 150,000 
more have been sold and eastern 
commission men have been plen­
tiful in the Yakima, Rogue River, 
Grand Ronde, Wenatchee and 
other fruit producing sections.

Hon. John Barrett, Director of

the cougar and will be one o f «he 
foremost in favor o f enacting a 
bounty law on cougar «alps. 
There is no one in the state bet­
ter qualified to  speak 
conditions. Mr. Simmons, who 
is 75 years of age, came to Ore­
gon in 1851 and on October 8th 
of the same year encamped on 
the spot that is now his home. 
He is one o f the heaviest taxpay­
ers in Linn connty and is willing 
to be assessed to provide a boun­
ty fund. He thinks there should 
be a one-mill assessment to cover 
the bounty.

He estimates that there are 
over 500 cougars in the state. A 
halt thousand of these predatory 
cats get away with more dear 
than all the hunters in the state, 
he says. From his experiences 
with them he estimates that the 
cougar will average one deer a 
week for food. Figuring further 
he shows that in a year the 500 
cougars will kill at least 20,000 
deer in a twelvemonth. The 
amount seems unusually large 
but other pioneer hunters back 
Mr. Simmons up in his assertion.
