It 
contains tbe library bequeathed by Sir 
William to Dr. Benjamin Stevens, for 
forty years minister o f the Klttery 
Point church. Dr. Stevens In his turn 
bequeathed the library to tbe Congrega­
tional ministers o f Klttery and York 
for all time.
