Found to Be Full of Alcohol.
Another wild ie.ert Plunt that grows gu

western Texas now |8 belug used as a
profitable source of revenue, says the
Kavsas City Star. It s the sotol,
which is sald to be found in no other
part of the United States. It is of
quick, sturdy growth. It long has been
known that aleohol could be made from
this plant, but it is only within the last
'| few months, that steps have been takes
to utllize this knowledge In & commegs
efal way by the manufacture of dena-
tured alcobol from the large bulb which
forms a part of the growth. This bulb
is situated just above the ground and
frequently Is a foot In diameter. The
percentage of alcohol which It contains
Is sald to be larger than In fany other
known product.

It was not until in the last session of
Congress that suthority was granted
for the manufacture of denatured aléo-
hol from the sotol plant. As a result
of this Federal permission, a sotol dis-
tillery has been established at El Paso
and large shipments of the sotol bulb
are being made from the Alpine section
to that place for conversion into the
denatured produnct.

When the eanrly Spanish explorers
first pénetrated the reglon along the

than two centuries ago, they found that
the Pueblo and other Indlan tribes had
a knowledge of the alcoholie properties
of the sotol plant. Primitive stills were
In operation from which a flery white
liguor was obtalned. The Indians were
wont to Indulge freely In this native
intoxicant.
