Ex-President R oosevelt’s farm ers’ 

commission, appointed for the purpose 
o f investigating and reporting upon tho 
conditions o f the great farm ing indus­
try o f  our country, found that one o f 
the greatest disadvantages the fanning 
community baa to contend w ith, owing 
to the absence o f proper sewerage, was 
the unsanitary conditions surrounding 
the homes.

Now this same condition prevails not 
only upon the farm  but also in small 
towns and suburbs o f  cities where there 
are no sewers or water works, and 
where the people have to depend upon 
wells for their water supply.

Usually these homes have a w ell at 
the rear o f the bouse, near the kitchen 
door. A few  feet further w ill probab­
ly be an old style toilet, standing over 
an unwalled vault dug a  few  fee t into 
the ground. The greasy waters and 
slops from  the kitchen are either con­
veyed by a pipe from  the sink to  a hole 
in the ground, or empited into the back 
yard to putrify and from  which the 
swarms o f flies, attracted by the ob­

The nose, tbe moat conspicuous fea­

Its external configuration goes far tc 
make or mar beauty o f feature, and

health, its Internal conformation la ol 
even more significance.

The inside o f the nose la divided In­
to two compartments by a thin plate ol 
bone and cartilage, called tbe septum 
The outer wall o f each o f these cavities 
has three projecting ledges, formed ol 
curved plates o f bone covered with 
loose membrane containing a grea. 
Humber o f blood-vessels. Opening tote 
tbe nasal cavity on each side are sev­
eral hollow spaces to the bones o f th« 
fare, all lined with mucous mem bran« 

■and containing air.
The nerves o f smell are located to 

tbe mucous membrane which lines th« 
nostrils, and when Inflammation of 
the membrane occurs, as to a cold to

bees carry pollen from  flower to flower. 
In the winter aeaaons we do not have

A ll o f these dangers can bo overcom e 
at a com paratively small expense by 
tbe installation o f a properly designed 
and constructed septic tank, with a 
glased vetrifled sewerage system con­
necting the bouse and toilet with tbe 
same. The tank being practically 
buried in the ground and berm atically 
sealed, with tee inlet aad outlet pipes 
beneath the water, there can be no 
oders escape from  i t  Even the ‘ water 
from  the outlet, or overflow, o f  the 
tank is dear, odorless and germ lees, 
all o f which are ow ing to the fa ct that 
the specific gravity o f all vegetable 
and animal matter entering the tank 

, w th its germs, odors, etc., cause it to 
float to tho surface o f  the water, which 
ia always maintained at a considerable 
distance above the overflow.
