describing its claim. As a mat­
ter o f fact the east has been 
deluged with this kind of litera­
ture until it is sick and tired of 
it, and homeseekers pay very 
little attention to it. Unfor­
tunately in some cases condi­
tions and prospects in some 
localities have been exaggerated, 
and when this has been discov­
ered it has caused similar adver­
tising from other districts to be 
distrusted. Any country news­
paper in Oregon can tell of letters 
from homeseekers which request 
copies o f newspapers, the writers 
stating the belief that a perusal 
■of the local newspaper will give 
a  much better idea of actual 
conditions than tons of illus­
trated, flowery magazine write 
ups. We believe that if each 
locality wiH  put even the sum 
raised for advertising of thiskind 
into direct development ■ work 
direct returns o f many hundreds 
per cent on the investment will 
be had. Taken all together the 
money subscribed in Hillsboro 
for development, purposes during 
the past five years amounts to a 
respectable sum. Suppose this
