WAR CLOUDS HANG
OVER ALL EUROPE

Servian Government Refuses
to Comply With Humiliating
Demands of Austria.]

London.—The darkest war cloud
which has appeared on the European
horizon since Germany sent warships
to Agadir in 1911 hangs over Europe

The Servian government refused to
comply fully with Austria’s demands,
the most humiliating ever asked of an
independent nation, for the expiation
of the Saravevoe murders for which
Austria bolds anti-Austrian conspira-
cles In Bervia responsible and for
guarantees of future good behavior.

The Servian reply to the Austrian
ultimatum was an acceptance of al
most all the Imperious demands, ex-
cept that Austrian officials shall par
ticipate In the investigation and fix
the responsibility for the anti-Austri-
an propaganda.

Servia proposed an appeal to the
powers at The Hague for the settle
ment of that feature. Notwithstand-
ing this humiliating surrender, which

“+fittle nation, the Austrian government-

gave the Servian minister his pass-|
ports which may be m s a
virtual declaration of war.

Diplomacy is proceeding with emer-
gy along two separate lines to avert
the war if possible, and if that is an
impossibility, to localize the contest.

Outside of Austria-Hungary and
Germany, Bervia's reply is regarded
as a very falr one, as it grants all the
demands which a sovereign state
could grant.

It is pointed out that there is little
use in Servia appealing for mediation,
however, since Austria-Hungary has
declared the matter to be between her
and Servia, and in this she is backed
up by Germany and Italy, her partners
in the triple alliance.

In the meantime all the nations of
Europe are making preparations for
war. Even England, which is credited
with the determination to stand aside
unless she should be forced into the
conflict is getting her warships ready.

An extremely warlike spirit prevalls
in Vienna, where the papers declare
that the BServians are only making
evasions and that therefore it is im-
possible for the Austrian government
to retreat. Further, they hint that,
even should Servia accept the Aus-
trian ultimatum unconditionally and
offer to pay the cost of Austria’s mo-
bilisation. Austria now would be com-
pelled to ask for new concessions.

Regulations wm be Forwarded lﬂ
Bchool Officers.
Balem.—Rules for the standardiza-
tion of the rural and village schools |
of the state will be mailed to the coun-

- tendent of Public Instruetion Churel- |
fll. The rules were adopted at & re-
cent meeting of county school super
intendents held In this eity.

Rules will be posted In all school-
rooms apd when all requirements have
been met certificates will be provided
by the state department. It is be
lieved that the plan will result in Ore-
gon not only having the most sanitary
schools of any state, but will make
the schools leaders from an education-
al standpoint.

Mr. Churchill announced his plan of
standardization at a meeting of the
State Teachers’ Association in Salem
last December and a"committee draft-
ed a set of rules. Oregon was one of
the ploneer states in standardizing
schools in districts of the second and
third classes, much progress along
that line having been made In Coos,
Polk, Marion, Linn, Lane, Douglas,
Jackson, Klamath, Umatilla and Yam-
hill counties.

Federal Grain Grades Favored.

Establishment of standard federal
grades, to which all grain sold In in
terstate and forelgn commerce under
government certificates would be re
quired to conform, is proposed In the
Moss bill, favorably reported to the
house by the agricultural committee.

The bill -contemplates eliminating
differences between éxport and do
mestio grades of the same quality, but
is not designed to affect the shipment
of grain in bond.

An appropriation of $375,000 is pro-
posed to carry out the terms of the
bill and to facilitate supervision of
grain traffic.

ing markets.

Fly Doomed by Borax.

The method consists only of the
sprinkling of a small amount of ordi
nary borax dally on household and ta
ble refuse.
