S P E C IA L IS T S  IN A G R I CULTURE.
In all lines o f indiMry the 

specialist has his place, and al­
though the dawning o f the day 
when the specialist in agriculture 
was to be given recognition was 
a long time in coming, it is here, 
though he has yet to make his 
worth felt in some sections of 
the country before his services 
will be given due credit The 
Graphic has long maintained that 
there are few i f  any sections of 
the country where the soil will 
respond more readily to high 
class, intelligent cultivation than 
will the soils o f the Willamette 
valley. . And again haphazard 
skimming over fields in a half­
hearted way will show about as 
unsatisfactory results here as 
anywhere. Consequently here 
is a field where a real expert in 
agriculture may make himself 
felt i f  his backers will give him 
time to show results. The trouble 
is in many instances farmers ex­
pect the expert to show more in 
the way o f results in a single 
season than they have brought 
about is a lifetime. w -  vf*

from the Aurora Observer it ap­
pears that the county court of 
our neighboring county across 
the Willamette needs a little 
boosting up along this line:

I f  a parsimonious county court 
should be the cause o f the loss o f 
a county agriculturialist to Marioi 
county, one more count should be 
added to the indictment against 
the official mossbackism that is 
retarding the progress o f this 
county. The present county 
agricultrist, through his “ corn 
campaign”  has opened up a new 
field for the fanners o f this 
whole valley that will add im­
mensely to the wealth and op­
portunities o f this county. He 
has introduced clover in the red 
hills; he has promoted the move­
ment for the drainage and im­
provement o f wide areas; he has 
made agricultural progress an 
actuality in Marion county, and 
he should bê  retained. - Every in­
terested resident o f the county 
should let the county court know 
how they feel in this matter. 
Write the county court telling 
them you want a county agri­
culturist again next year and 
every jear—and L. J. Chapin In 
particular, next year.
