Arsenic has perhaps been more 

frequently used than any other poi­
son for criminal purposes. It nas 
been proved identical with the 
“wonderful elixir” of the seven­
teenth century, when secret poison­
ing became so frequent in Italy. 
Then young widows weTe abundant 
in Rome, and most of the unhappy 
marriages were speedily dissolved 
by the death of the husband. A 
secret society of young matrons was 
discovered, which met at the house 
of La Spara, a reputed witch, who 
•upplied them with a slow, taste­
less, colorless poison, carefully cal­
culated to kill a husband in just the 
time that suited the purchaser. La 
8para and thirteen of her compan­
ions were hanged, a large number of 
the culprits were whipped half nak­
ed through the streets <rf Rome, 
while others of the highest rank 
escaped with heavy fines and ban­
ishment.
