Ore­
gon will indicate her choice May 21 
g i  the primaries. Front the present 
feeling, it would appear that those 
candidates for national delegate, on 
cither party ticket, who Btate clear­
ly  that they are for Hoover first, 
last and all the time, will stand a 
good chance of being chosen.

It is not impossible that Hoover 
may receive both the republican and 
democratic nominations. The poli­
ticians of neither party want him, 
although the politicians of the dem- 
ocratic party probably would be !
