Now that Brit-
ish occupation has opened the land to
western ideas, It would not be sur-
prising If the gum Industry grew to be
a sonrce of considerable national
wealth, and an important factor in
creating a new Mesopotamia.

A pins-
tie drescing. impervious to air, I= thus
formed, which does not adhere to the
wound and which promotes the healing
process without apprecinhle contrae
