“We refuse to
believe that the people of Newberg |
would allow the college to fail for|
want of their support. The present
endowment campaign for $150,000 is'
now within $30,000 of completion.
Much of the money so far pledged
is upon the condition that the entire
$150,000 is raised. Newberg cannot
afford to allow this $120,000 to go
for lack of the $30,000 which is still
to be raised.

But the $150,000 ig not all that
is at stake, for when this is raised,

- Pacific college will be in line for
standardization and then sghe can
avail herself of many advantages
which will make for her success. We
do not know how many faniilles there
are in Newberg who would not be
here were it not for the college, but
we venture the assertion that we
would all be surprised at their num-
ber should we have the figures sub-
mitted us. In many places it is
estimated that every family which
comes into the community is worth
$1,000 to that community. Aside
from the instructors and officers of
the college, the regular help em-

ployed and the students who attend,
there are a large number of people
in the communityy who live here
simply because they want the influ-
ence and environment furnished by
the college for their families. Re-
gardless of sectarian feeling or per-

sonal prejudices, Newberg cannot af-
ford to let the college fail of sup-
port. It Is too valuable an asset to
the community, The local Friends
I‘!.t\o responded heroically to the ap-
peal and we understand that they
have gone their lmit. Outside
