Immigration Is undoubtedly healthy and natur-
al, a conolderabl propoitton la undcriirubla
front one reason or another, moreover, a con-
siderable proportion of It, probably a very
large proportion.

Cali-
fornia haa acted most wisely a well a
with great magnanimity In th matter
Ther ar certain mighty natural feature
of our land which should be preserved In
perpetuity tor our chlldien and our chil-
dren's children. In my Judgment th Grand
Canyon of the Colorado should be made Inla
a National park. It Is greatly to be wished
that the Htat of Naw York ahould copy aa
rarde Niagara what the Hlate of California
haa don a regard th Yoeemltc. Noth-
ing should be allowed to Interfere with the
preservation of Niagara Kalle In all their
beauty and ntajetty If the atate cannot aee
ta thli then It ta earneatly la be wlihed that
aha ahould be willing ta turn It over ta th
National (lovernrnent. which ahould In auch
caae (If ponlbl. la conjunction with th
Canadian government) assume the burden
and responsibility or pretervlnc unbar meal
Niagara Kalli. Juat aa ll ahould gladly as-
sume a similar burden and responsibility
for the Yoscmlto National Park, and aa It
haa already assumed them for the Yellow-
stone National I'ark. Adequate provision
ahould be mad by the Contrese far the
proper care and aupervlelon af all these
National parks.

service of a particularly dangerous kind, and

In a meas-
ure at least, the abdication ef Its trusteeship
forced upon the Federal Government Never-
theless, I would urgently press upon tha at-
tention ot the Concrete lh question whether
some amendment of the Internal revenue
laws might not be ot aid In proiecutlng
thoa malefactors, known In tha Indian coun-
try a bootleggers." who arc engaged at
once In defraudtac tha United States Treas-
ury of taxes and, what Is far more Impor-
tant, In debauching the Indiana by carry Ing
llquora Illicitly Into territory still completely
under Federal Jurisdiction.

of Tariff Needed.

Tha agricultural condltlona ot tb Islands
enforce more strongly than ever the argument
in favor ot reducing tha tariff on the prod-
ucts ot the Philippine Island entering the
United Slate. 1 earnestly recommend that
upon th product of the Philippine Islands be
entirely removed, except the tariff on sugar
and tobacco, ami that that tariff ba reduced
to 23 per cent of the present rate under the
Dlngley act, that after July 1. 11W0, the
tariff upon tobacco and trugar produced In th
Phlllppln Islands be entirely removed and
that free trade between the Islands and the
United States In the product of each country
then be provided for by law.

Hawaii.
In my Judgment Immediate stern should be

taken for tha fortification ot Hawaii. This
la tha moat Important point In the Pacific to
fortify In order to conserve the Interests of
thla country. It would be hard ta overstate
tha Importance ot thla nacd. Hawaii la too
havlly taxed. Lawa ahould ba enacted set-
ting aside for period of, say, 20 yttrs To

per cent ot th Internal riventi and vMcmm
reedpt from Hawaii as a (pedal fund to b
expended In th laland tor educational and
publlo building, and for harbor Improve-
ments and military and naval deftnaea. It
cannot b too often repealed that our aim
muit bo ta davtlop th Territory of Hawaii
on traditional American line. That territory
has aerlou commercial and Industrial prob-
lems to reckon wltht but no measure ot relist
can b which look lo leelatalloa
admitting Chinas and restricting them by
statute to field labor and domratl service.

Th natural resources of Alaska ara
great, Horn ot the chief needa of th pecul-
iarly energetic, t, and typically
American whit population ot Alaska were
set forth In my lost message. I also ear-
neatly aak your attention (o the needa of the
Alaskan Indiana. Alt Indiana who are com-
petent ahould receive the full rights ot
American cltlienihlp. It la, for Instance, a
groaa and Indefcnalble wrong to deny to auch

decent-livin- g Indiana aa the
Metlakahtlaa the right to obtain llceneea aa
captains, pilots and engineers, the right to
enter mining claims, and to profit by the
homestead law These particular Indian
are civilised, and are competent and en-

titled la be put on the same basis with tha
whit man round about them.

Admission to HtatrhootJ.
I recommend that Indian Territory and

Oklahoma be admitted a one state and that
Naw Mexico and Arlsona be admitted a on
state. There 1 no obligation upon ua to
treat territorial subdivisions, which ar mat-
ters of convenience only, aa binding ua on.
the queitlon ot .admission to statehood.
Nothing has taken up more time lo the
foazree during th Mst tew veers than th
question as ta the etatuhood ta be granted
ta tba tour tcrrltortea above mentioned, and
after careful eoaalderatlen of all that ha
--tr developed In th discussion of tha
question I recommend that they be Imme-
diately admitted as two atatea. There I no
Juatlficatlen for further delay; and the ad-
visability et making tha four terrltorlea late
two atatea haa been clearly (atabllsbsd.

The I'anrma Canal.
Th treaty between the "United State and

th rtepublle of Panama, under which tha
conitructlcn ef th Panama Canal wa mad
po-al- went Into effect with It ratification
by th United State Benat on February S3.
1001. Th canal propertlra ot th French
Canal Company wer tranaferred to the
United Statea on April 3. 1(01. on payment
of 110.000,000 to that company On April I.
IPOS, the Commission wa reorganised, and
ll now comlila of Theodore I Slant,
chairman; Charlea E. Magoon. Dcajamln M.
Harrod, Itear-Admlr- Morderal T Endlcott,
Drlgadlcr-Oentra- l Peter C- - Halns. and Colo,
nel Oswald II. BrruL John F Stevens waa
appointed chief engineer on July 1 laat.
Active work In canal construction, mainly
preparatory, haa been In progrces for leaa
than a year and a half. Durlnr that period
two point about the canal have ceased ta
be open to debate. First, tho question ot
route; the canal wilt be built on the Isthmua
of Panama. Second, th que. Hen ot feasi-
bility, there ar aa physical obeiarles on thla
route that American engineering aklll will
net be able ta orercame without eerlnua dif-
ficulty, or that will prvnt th complttlon
ot th canal within a reasonable time and
at a reasonable cost. This la virtually the
uaaalmoua testimony of the engineers who
hav Investigated th matter for the nt.

sea-lev- with a single tld lock. On thla
point I hop to lay before the Congress at
an early day the findings ot the advisory
beerd of American and European engineers,
thai at my Invitation hav been consldarlnsj
the subject, together with th report of th
Commission thereon; and such commenta
thereon or recommendations in rsfartnc
thereto aa may seem neceasary.

Into a health-
ful plac of "Lode, have bean applied on the
lathmua with satisfactory rsiults. Thtr la
no reason to doubt that whan the plana tor
water supply, paving, and aewerag of Pan-
ama ,td Colon and th large labor campa
hav beer, tu'l) tarried out, th lathmua will
be, for the Tropica, an unuaually healthy
place ot abode. Tb work la ao far ad-
vanced now that the health of all thoa em.
pleved In canal work ta aa well guarded aa
It I en almllar work In thla country and
claewherc.

What la needed now and without delay la
an appropriation by th Concrete to meat
the current and accruing expeniea ot tha
Cerpuiltelen. The Am appropriation of

out et the 1133.000.000 authorised
by the Hpooner act, waa made three yeara
ago. It a nearly exhausted. There la bare-
ly enough of It remaining to carry tha
Camrulealon to th end of the year. Unless
the Congreea shall appropriate before that
tint all work must cease. To arrest prog-
ress for any lennth ot time now, whan mat-
ter are aa. undue aa satisfactorily, would
be deplorable. There will be no money with
which to inset pay-ro- ll obligations and nona
with whleh to meat bills coming duo for
matrrlula and auppltea, and there will b
demoralisation ot the forces, hare nnd on
the lathmua, now working- so harmoniously
and effectively, tt there Is delay In granting
an emergency appropriation.

Tlio Department ot State.
I recommend mere adequate provision than

has been made heretofore for tha work ot the
Department of State. Within a few year
there haa been a very great Increase In tb
amount and Importance ot th work to be
done by that department, both In Washing.
ton and abroad. This ha been caused by
the great Incrca-t- e of our foreign trade, Ihe In
crease ot wealth among our people, which en.
ablea them to travel more generally than
herctofote, tha IncrJa ot American capital
which la accklng Investment In foreign ooua
tries, and the growth ot our power and
weight In the councils of the civilised world.
There has been noscorreetpondlng Increase ot
facilities for doing tha work afforded to the
department having charge ef our foreign re-- la

tlona,
