Little chance

seen for CD

matching funds
SALEM (UPI) - Prospects of

Oregon getting federal matching
funds to bolster its n Civil
Defense organization are "not en-

couraging," Gov. Mark Hatfield
said Wednesday.

He made the comment after a
session with two region-

al civil defense officials from
Everett, Wash.

Hatfield and his executive as
sistant, Wame Nunn, met with
Regional Director Charles Rawls,
and Regional Director of Field Op-
erations Don Fero.

Hatfield said a meeting be-

tween Nunn and National Civil
Defense Director S. L. Plttman
had been scheduled for Friday
afternoon in Portland.

The governor said he would not
be able to see Pittman Friday be-

cause of other commitments.

Early Decision Sought
Hatfield said Nunn will urge Pltt-

man to make an early decision
on whether Oregon will qualify for
matching funds.

The present state 18 member
CD staff is slated to be cut back
to a Uiroe member coordinating
group on July 1.

When the legislature made the
cutback, Pittman warned Oregon
would not qualify for federal
matching funds.

Since that time federal officials
have been in close contact with
the state agency, giving rise to
hopes that Pittman might reverse
his stand. '

Hatfield said, "federal officials
have not yet decided whether Ore-

gon can qualify for matching
funds. I don't want to predict
what the final decision will be,
but I was not encouraged by the
discussion.

The governor commented: "I
feel the legislature abolished Civil
Defense. I don't think it was a cut
back. And I fear federal officials
feel the same way."

The new bill would establish a
federal Equal Em

ployment Opportunities Commis
sion. It would have power to or-

der Individual employers or un
ions to cease job discrimination
based on race, religion or nation
ality. The commission could go
Into federal courts to seek en-

forcement of its orders.
The subcommittee decided at

the last minute to set up the ag-

ency along the lines of the Na-

tional Labor Relations Board. An

Convicted man

freed by court
OLYMPIA, Wash. (UPI) --The

State Supreme Court today freed
a convicted safecracker because
of "the shocking and unpardon-
able conduct of the sheriff's off-
icers" who planted a microphone
in his jail cell to overhear his
conversations with his attorney.

The court reversed the convic-

tion of William S. Cory, 42, Brem-

erton, and ordered tho charges
against him dismissed.

Cory was serving a life prison
sentence after being judged an
habitual criminal following his

conviction on six counts of bur-

glary.
Cory's attorney, Frederick B.

Cohen of Bremerton, told the court
that Kitsap County sheriff's offi
cers listened In on confidential
conversations between attorney
and client

The Supreme Court, in an opin-
ion written by Judge Hugh J. i,

said that the sheriff's con-

duct "deprived Cory of his right
to effective counsel."

NIKITA ACCEPTS BIDS

dent Harold S. Geneen wrote con-

gressmen that such a develop-
ment would "mean complete
monopoly.
