PORTLAND (UPD-T- he Nation-

al Labor Relations Board Friday
overruled challenges to 84 ballots
cast in the union decertification
election at the J. Herbert Bate
Lumber Co at Wallowa.

the company and the Lumber and
Sawmill Workers Union.

California says

dispute valid

SACRAMENTO (UPD-T- he Cal-

ifornia State Department of Em-

ployment Friday ruled that the
labor dispute between striking
lumber and sawmill workers and
the "Big Six" lumber firms was
valid and that workers locked out

by the dispute could not be paid
unemployment insurance.

The department said the dispute
between the Lumber and Sawmill
Workers Union and the Interna-
tional Woodworkers against the
employer group was valid accord-

ing to a precedent set in 1949 by
a state Supreme Court decision.

The decision held that under
certain conditions a strike against
one or more members of a group
of employers who are negotiating
together is a strike against all
members of the group.

The department added that the
unemployment insurance code

prevents payment to workers who
have left work because of a labor
dispute. Some 2,100 workers in
northern California are affected.

The unions struck June 4

against U.S. plywood at Anderson,
Calif., and St. Regis Paper Co. of

Oregon, the other employers shut
down.

The unions had contended that
because the employers voluntarily
closed their plants, workers
should receive unemployment ben-

efits.
