PORTLAND (UPD - Negoti- -

ators for the Timber Operators
Council (TOO and the two lum-

ber unions met here today to try
to ring down the final curtain on
the wage dispute that resulted in

the Northwest lumber strike.
At the same time, another set-

tlement on the t hourly
formula over three years was an-

nounced. Potlatch Forests, Inc.,
and the International Woodwork-
ers of America (IWA), reached
agreement in Lewiston, Idaho, on
a three-yea- r contract covering

union members. Potlatch had
not been struck.

The TOC last met
with the unions July 25 and offered
a hourly increase over
three years. This was rejected.
Since then several TOC members,
the giant Georgia-Pacifi- c firm and
the Big Six, have settled on the
30' i cent formula.

The TOC meeting with the IWA
and the Lumber and Sawmill
Workers Union LSV was sche-

duled at 1 p.m. with federal medi-
ators present.
