The council Is an advisory
group for about 100 independent
companies. Job adjustments and
other clauses of the contracts
were being left for negotiation by
individual firms.

OLCC sticking
with its ruling
on age limit

PORTLAND (UPI) The Ore

gon Liquor Control Commission
stood fast Thursday on its rule
forbidding anyone under the age
of 21 to sell alcoholic beverages.

Representatives of grocery
stores and of the clerks union had
petitioned the OLCC to relax its
rule and permit those between the
age of 18 and 21 to ring up sales
of beer and wine on cash regis-
ters.

They said the rule made H dif-

ficult for many of that age to get
jobs.

Chairman Hugh Kirkpatrick of
the OIXC said that "...over the
years various commissions have
not felt it would he in the public
interest to relax the restrictions.
Sales to minors are the most pre-
valent violations of the liquor
laws and permitting minors to sell
beer and wine would undoubtedly
lead to more such violations.

The OLCC, In other action, said
It would reconsider Issuing a short
time dispensing license to the City
of Roses Open, Inc., which is
bringing a professional bowling
tournament to Portland Sept. 19--

22.

areas approved
The Oregon Scenic Area Com-

mission lias established scenic
areas along 78 miles on the San-tai-

Highway from Salem to Sis-

ters upon petition of the Mill City
Garden and Woman's Clubs. Com-

mission Chairman A. N. Weir said
29 miles included in the petitions
were not given Commission ap-

proval. The clubs had sought to
make the scenic route continuous
from the Salem bypass to the Sis-

ters city iiaiits.
Under the Scenic Areas Act,

the Commission may establish
scenic areas along public high-

ways which have views of unusual
natural beauty or have historical
significance. No advertising signs
are permitted in a scenic site ex-

cept certain directional and
signs. Existing signs

must be removed within seven
years.

Eastward from Salem on State
Highway 22 the Commission gave
scenic designation to six miles
where "three levels of mountain
ranges, canyon and forest scenes
may be viewed" (milepoints 15

to 21). "Virgin forests with flow-

ers in their native environment"
brought scenic valuation to anoth-
er six miles along the highway
near Mehama (milepoints 23 to
29). Two segments within the
Willamette National Forest and
three state parks with views of
snowcapped mountains and the
Detroit Dam are designated scen-
ic (milepoints 34 to 49 and 56 to
81.74, tile latter extending from
Idanha to the Santiam Junction
of Highway 20 witli 221.

The Commission held that four
sections of Highway 22 could not
be established as scenic areas be-

cause commercial, agricultural
and residential aspects of the
areas dominated ether features.

The Commission approved the
whole 25 miles along the Primary
North Santiam Highway, State
Highway 20, running from the
junction of Highways 22 and 20 in
the high Cascades to Sisters, with
the exception of one mile ap-

proaching Sisters where commer-
cial development was said to be
extensive (milepoints 74.81 to 99).
Commission findings report the
area "abounds with magnificant
scenery, containing points of his-

torical impact and boasting many
recreational facilities in federal
and state parks."

Each scenic area Is comprised
of land within 600 feet of the high- -

way on both sides, according to
the Commission's order.
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record of misty nights west of the
mountains. But the weather so far
hs been most uncooperative: The
present summer has been one of
the chilliest and most turbulent in
60 years.

The observatory, financed by a
$5,000 National Science Founda
tion grant, was moved to the high
Cascades from Eugene. Its use
on the University of Oregon cam
pus is virtually impossible be-

cause of mists, temperature in
versions and low clouds and show
ers.

With Prof, and Mrs. Ebbighau
sen in their "compound" near
Cache Mountain are their two

children, Kristy, 13, and Gerry, 9.
A tiny plywood cabin which Eb-

bighausen erected in the jack-pine- s

is serving as their summer
home.

On a calm night this past week,
Ebbighausen started his first ser-
ious study of the stars as he
trained the telescope on an eighth
magnitude binary system in the
constellation known as the Swan.
The stars presently under study
are eclipsing binaries, two suns
of distant space which revolve
around each other in four days,
resulting in a change in light in-

tensity.
Elaborate precision equipment

is being used, because the dou-

bles are so close that they ap-

pear as single stars. In record-

ing the changing brightness of the
twin suns, the Eugene astronomer
is uwng electronic equipment,
which Is attached to the viewing
end of the tlesc?pe.

Cm B Amslifitd
A photometer cwiverts the light

from the stars into an electric
current, which can be amplified
up to a billion times. As the light
is transformed Into energy, the
current goes to a pen recorder.
This graphs the strength of the
current, and actually records the
brightness of the star. Color of
the stars Is determined through
use of filters.

Back in Eugene this winter,
Prof, Ebbighausen, studying the
star graphs, will be able to learn
much about the remote suns,
their brightness, their mass, their
color and weight. Out of the data
may come information of value
to man as he attempts to explore
his planetary neighbors.

The Eugene astronomer hopes
to stay on the mountain until

when he will disman-
tle his 'scope for the trip back to

Eugene.
