Paul VI today appointed Ameri-
can born Msgr. Igino Cardinale
as apostolic delegate to Britain.

Msgr. Cardinale, a veteran of-

ficial of the Vatican Secretariat
of State, succeeds the late Arch-

bishop Gerald Patrick O'Hara,
also an American.

Simultaneously with the ap-

pointment, the Pope named Msgr
Cardinale titular archbishop of

Nepte. Titular bishoprics or arch-

bishoprics are honorary titles
conferred on papal diplomats and
other ranking churchmen.

Vatican sources said Pope Paul
would personally consec rate
Msgr, Cardinale along with 14

newly - appointed missionary bish-

ops in a ceremony In St. Peter's
Oct. 20.

Apostolic delegates are Vatican
representatives without the for-

mal diplomatic status held by
papal nuncios. The Vatican is

represented by apostolic dele-

gates in Britain, the United
States, Canada and a number of

other countries.
Archbishop O'Hara, Cardinale's

predecessor as delegate to Brit-

ain, died in London earlier this
year. A native of Scranton, Pa.,
he had served as bishop of

Savannah, Ga. for 21 years, re-

taining the post for some time
also after his appointment to
London.

The possibility of renewed mas-

sive racial demonstrations hung
over Birmingham
today, but white and Negro lead
ers were hopeful their problems
could be solved at the conference
table.

Twenty-fiv- e white and Negro
community leaders made history
Friday by sitting together public
ly to talk over the steel center's
racial crisis.

"It's been a good day," said
Episcopal Bishop C. C, J. Car-

penter after presiding over the
organizational session of the first

and backed bira-ci-

committee in Birmingham.
The meeting, full of restraint

and politeness, came as Presi
dent Kennedy's two-ma-n racial
peace team finished its g

here and left to report
to the White House.

The chances of possible re
newed demonstrations remained
pending the return Monday of Dr.
Martin Luther King Jr., who said
he planned to appraise the racial
picture here, and if necessary, to
mobilize the Negro community
for possible new demonstrations.

The community affairs com
mittee on human relations, com-

posed of nine Negroes and 16

whites, was sot up by the city
council to combat racial prob
lems.

It adopted this statement of

principles:
"Many of our city s problems

arising out of historical racial
groups have been distorted and
exaggerated because of a lack of

communication. Birmingham has
a reservoir of good will growing
out of the thousands of long-ter-

persoiial, business and civic rela
tionships built on mutual trust
and respect.

It shall be the task of this
committee to restore public com

munications, to define the spe-

cific problems and recommend
alternative courses of action for

city agencies and civic organiza-
tions."

The meeting of Negro and
white ministers, physicians, at
torneys, housewives and business
men lasted an hour. They agreed
to put off business matters, in-

cluding whether to exclude news
men, until the next meeting.

Presidential peacemakers Ken
neth Royall, former Army secre
tary, and Earl Blade, ex - West
Point coach, left the city by pri-
vate plane after two weeks of
talks with local Negro and white
leaders.

They said they would report
soon to the President on their
findings.

for debate at the last Ecumenical
Council, at the Vatican In 1870.

The 1870 council never complet-
ed Its labors. After approving one
decree affirming the supremacy
and infallibility of the Pope, the
council was terminated abruptly
by the arrival of Italian troops in
Rome and the consequent collapse
of the papal state as a political
entity.

Ninety-thre- e years later, the
current council is debating a doc
ument which attempts to magnify
the role of bishops in the church
without detracting from the Pope's
primacy.

The proposed definition of the
powers and duties of the bishops
Is found in Chapter 2 of the draft
document "Dc Ecclesia" (About
the Church). Debate on the chap
ter began Thursday and will con-

tinue next week.

The draft reasserts the primacy
and Infallibility of the Pope as
"supreme pastor and teacher" of
the church, but it goes on to say
that bishops, together with the
Pope, also possess divine protec-
tion from error In expounding
points of faith or morals.

It emphasizes that bishops "en-Jo- y

the prerogative of infallibility"
only when acting together as the
"College of Bishops."

The draft as it now stands
pleases neither liberals nor con-

servatives. The liberals feel it is
ton Insistent on papal supremacy,
and the conservatives protest that
It goes too far In elevating bis-

hops toward a partnership with
the Pope.

wage Increases in ma-

jor collective bargaining agree-
ments have been getting smaller
ever since 1957, Labor Depart-
ment figures showed Friday.

A new study by the Bureau of
Labor Statistics indicated that the

average wage boost in 1W2 was
eight cents an hour compared
with a minimum of 10 cents an
hour In the 1955-5- 7 period.

Although the department did not

give any reasons for the drop-of- f

in bargaining galas, many labor
economists believe it reflects the
higher unemployment rates of the
past five years.

Workers are not as militant
about seeking pay increases in
such a period, these economists
reason, but aro more concerned
about preserving Job security.

The new government figures do
not reflect the value of

"fringe benefits" such as pen-
sions, longer vacations, welfare
plans and oilier common contract
provisions.

UNITED NATIONS. N. Y.
(UPD American sources today
predicted rapid General Assem
bly approval of an African reso
lution to extend the costly Congo
operation another six months.

Only the Soviet bloc,
and possibly France, were
expected to voice any opposition
to the proposal.

The resolution, submitted to
the assembly's Budgetary Com-

mittee Friday by 15 African
nations, urged that the U. N.
peace keeping mission In the
Congo be extended from Dec. 31

until June 30 to give the Congo
government more time to train
its troops and police.

The sponsoring Africans sup-

ported the argument of Congo
Premier Cyrille Adoula that
withdrawal of U.N. troops at the
end of the year might open the
way to fresh disorders in his
country. The resolution envis
aged a definite end to the opera-
tion by June 30.

Assembly action Is needed,
with preliminary work by the
Budgetary Committee, because
Secretary Goneral Thant's au-

thorization to spend money on the

operation expires Dec. 31.
The resolution would appropri-

ate $16 million to keep 5.350 men
in the Congo for the extra six
months. The Congolese govern-
ment would contribute another
13.2 million. At present there arc
about 7,000 U.N. troops in the
itrife-to- African country.
