conditions as late as March 29.

This is noted in a water supply
outlook issued by state and fed-

eral agencies.
Heavy rains in the spring

months and a cool summer were
factors in the fine crop season,
and also in the conservation of
water in reservoirs for 1964 use.

Total water in 24 of Oregon's
major reservoirs averages about

better than last year's
carryover on October 1 and 10

per cent Iwlow the 1943-5- aver-

age, W. T. Frost, snow survey
supervisor, said.

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judges on Hie U.S. Court of Ap-

peals raised a jurisdictional ques-
tion Friday in a case involving
a proposed multimillion dolhr
dam on the Snake River.

At issue in the matter is wheth
er Washington Public Power Sup-

ply System should build the Nez
Perce project on tlie Snake be-

low its Salmon tributary or wheth-

er Pacific Northwest Power Co.,
a private combine, should build
hte High Mountain Sheep Dam 50

miles south of Lewiston.
The case was put before the

court following a declaratory judg-
ment of U.S. District Judge John
F. Kilkenny of Portland, Ore. Kil-

kenny ruled Washington Public
Power had no authority to build
a dam outside the state in Idaho
and Oregon.

A Federal Power Commission
trial examiner has issued an opin-
ion, also contrary to Washington
Public Power. His views, how-

ever, await confirmation by the
FPC.

"We arc puzzled how this got
into the federal court in the first
place," Judge Charles M. Men-il- l

said at opening of oral arguments
before tlie three-judg- e panel.

"The case seems to us to an-

ticipate a dispute which properly
falls in the jurisdiction of the
Federal Power Commission."

The panel instructed attorneys
to prepare supplemental briefs on
the jurisdictional question and
Judge William T. Orr said the
case would be submitted upon re-

ceipt of the briefs.
Jack R. Cluck, speaking for

Washington Public Power, said
federal courts have jurisdiction
under the Declaratory Relief Act.
Hugh Smith, an attorney for Pa-

cific Northwest, said it would be
a "most unfortunate decision" if
the court here held that it had
no jurisdiction.

Smith said Washington Public
Power had no authorization to
construct facilities outside tlie
state because Washington State
law did not specifically give it
that power.

Cluck argued Uie public utility
sliould not be barred by the sim-

ple failure of the legislature to

specifically have given it this au-

thority. He said no "common
sense" would support Smith's
point of view.
