Ereeman Friday announced
plans to bolster potato prices by
offering the growers a subsidy
for diverting part of their 1963

cjrop away from normal con-

sumer markets.
The diversion program, de-

signed to raise prices by re-

stricting supplies in the regular
market, has been used in every
marketing season since 19S3 ex-

cept for 1959.

Diversion payments are made
to farmers who send table-grad- e

potatoes excluding culls into
starch and flour factories or for
use as livestock feed.

Freeman said the payments,
as usual would be offered only
in states or areas where the po-

tato industry develops a plan
for keeping all but e

t s

imum weight of four ounces.

Payments will be 50 cents per
hundredweight diverted through
Dec. SI, 40 cents from next Jan.
1 to Feb. 29, J164, and 30 cents
from March 1, 1964 until the
program is terminated.

Payments under the program
totaled $1.4 million last year
and $10 million in 1961.
