"In fact, the So

viets are estimated to have to-

day only a fraction as many
ICBM missiles."

Under the new program, the

nearly 100 B47 bombers in Brit-

ain will be reduced to 80.

Asked whether it was planned
lo withdraw the remaining 80,
(he Defense' Department said
these planes are not yet obso-

lete but that gradual reductions
can be expected in the future.

WASHINGTON (UPI) - The
Defense Department announced
today that 2,650 American mili-

tary personnel and 41 bombers
and tanker planes will be with-

drawn from Britain by next

July 1.

The withdrawal involves the
closing of two of four bases in

Britain currently used by B47

bombers, and the return to the
United States of 19 bombers
and 22 tanker planu.

The reduction amounts to
10 per cent since

there are now 25,000 U.S. mili-

tary personnel and approxi-

mately 35,000 military depend-
ents in Great Britain.

In London, informed sources
described the move as the first
in a series of reductions in U.S.

bomber, iet interceptor and air
i cnnin

and France The cuts will be
made during the next nine
months, it was said.

It was announced here, how-

ever, that U.S. nuclear power
available for free world defense
is being increased by the addi-

tion of Polaris submarines each
armed with 16 missiles. The
subs are being produced at the
rate of one a month.
