SALEM (UPI) —Rep, Beulah
Hand, D-Milwaukie, suggested
Monday the legislature should
just appropriate the whole gen-
eral fund to the governor

It was a dramatically simple
solution to constitutional curbs
on allowing Gov. Mark Hatfield
lo make selective culs in state
apency budgels.

Mre, Hand proposed shilting
the unexpended funds in all gen-
eral fund budgets inlo a special
fund, which would be allocated
to Hatiield

lease money 1o slate agencies
along Lhe lines of the austerity
program he outlined to the spe-
clal session.

In effect, this would give Hat-
field absolute control over the
rest of the 19365 hiennium
budget—subject only to suggest-
ed priorities outlined by the
legislature.

The plan is in answer o road-
blocks resulting from an opin-
lom by Attv. Gen. Robert Y.
Thornton that the governor
could not make selective culs
imder the slate’s allotment con-
trol law.

Thornton said Hatfield would
have to make uniform culs
