Destruction of the Allen
Grade School early this morn

ing was the second time in
Bend's history that a

public structure was razed by
fire.

Both were school buildings.
Lost in an g fire

on Feb. 10, 1937, was the old
Central School, under lease at
the time to Deschutes county
for use as a courthouse. The
site was the present location of
the Pacific Northwest Tele-

phone Co. plant.
The Central School fire (gen-

erally known as the Courthouse
fire) also started in the pre-
dawn hours. The February
morning was cold and icy, with
low clouds tipping nearby vol-
