in powdered

form is tested

WASHINGTON (UPI) - The

Agriculture Department said to-

day powdered grapefruit juice
a potential new food product
from research is ready for
market testing to determine
whether people will buy it.

The new powder was devel-

oped by scientists of the Agri-
cultural Research Service and
the Florida Citrus Commission.
The powder dissolves in cold
water to make what the depart-
ment calls "a nutritious grape-
fruit juice with a remarkably
fresh flavor."

The department said the new

grapefruit powder offers sub-

stantial savings in shipping and
storage costs. Storage tempera
tures to preserve lis quauiy
have not yet been determined,
but the scientists believe the
product will need little or no re-

frigeration. Such qualities make
the product particularly attrac
tive lor export.

To make the powder, special
ly prepared concentrated grape-
fruit juice was whipped into a
stable foam. The foam was
forced through a press in spa
ghetti-lik-e strips onto a moving
belt and dried In a stream of
heated air. The dried strips
then were ground Into powder.

The department said about
200 pounds of the powder have
been made in a small pilot
plant at the ARS laboratory at
Winter Haven, Fla. The powder
will be shipped into the United
Kingdom and West Germany for
consumer evaluation. The tests
determining consumer reaction
will be conducted by the Flori-

da Citrus Commission and the
department's Statistical Report-
ing Service.

The department said the gov
ernment's dairy price - support
purchases during calendar year
1963 were smaller than for the
1962 calendar year. The reduced
purchases reflected slightly
larger consumption, aoout a i
per cent cut in milk production
partly because of drought, and
increased commercial exports of
non-f- dry milk under the payme-

nt-in-kind program.
Total purchases for 1963

amounted to 307.8 million

pounds of butter, 119.8 million
pounds of cheese, and 998.9 mil-

lion pounds of non-f- dry milk.
The department said govern

ment-owne- d stocks of dairy
products decreased substantially
during 1963. This resulted from
smaller purchases, larger com-

mercial export sales of butter
and non-f- dry milk, and

use of government
stocks in domestic school lunch
and welfare programs, and un-

der the Food For Peace pro-

gram.

The Crop Reporting Board es-

timated the total capacity of off
farm commercial grain storage
establishments in the U n i t e d
States on Jan. 1 at 5.5 billion
bushels. This represents a de
cline of 18 million bushels dur
ing 1963 and is a break in the
uptrend in storage capacity
which continued at a rapid rate
until a leveling off period in
1962.

Herschel D. Newsom, Master
of the National Grange, told
newsmen Monday there seems
little doubt that new wheat leg-

islation will follow the basic
outline which he said the grange
has been advocating for 25

years.
A House agriculture subcom-

mittee Monday approved a bill
which follows this policy. It
splits farmers' wheat price sup
ports into two segments pan
in the form of price support
loans underwritten by the gov-

ernment, and part in the form
of marketing certificates to be

paid for eventually by consum-
ers.

The subcommittee bill would
offer farmers who comply vol-

untarily with production con-

trols over-al-l price support of
$2 per bushel on wheat used for
food In the United States and
$1.55 on wheat for export. In
each case, the support would in-

clude a $1.30 government sup-

port loan plus a marketing cer-
tificate worth 70 cents a bushel
for domestic wheat and 25 cents
a bushel on exports.

Cuba situation

of U.S. gap'
NASHUA, N.H. (UPI- )- Com-

munist Cuba Is "a perfect ex-

ample" of the "leadership gap"
built throughout the world dur
ing the administration of Presi-
dent Johnson and the late
President Kennedy, Gov. Nel-

son A, Rockefeller charged Fri-

day night.
"Cuba is a symbol of failure:

failure to anticipate events;
failure to rally the forces of
freedom for joint action in the
cause of freedom; failure to
follow through after the crisis
of the moment has passed,"
Rockefeller said in a speech
before the Nashua Chamber of
Commerce.

It was part of a brisk eight
hour tour of three communities
in southern New Hampshire,
scene of the e - nation
presidential primary March 10.

"American prestige and in-

fluence abroad has suffered
sharply in the past three
years," he said.

"The position of the United
States has seriously deteriorat-
ed In the four corners of the
globe. In Cuba, the people are
being brutally deprived of free-
dom' and the right of self de
termination.

"Cuba itself is a base for
subversion and sabotage
against all of Latin America,
but the impact of Cuba extends
even beyond the Western Hem

isphere.
"Cuban arms have been

shipped to Algeria. It has been

reported that they have been
sent from there to foment
revolutions in other parts of
Africa," he said.

"However, one of the most
serious consequences of Cuba

may well be the impact It has
had on our leadership. The fail-

ure at the Bay of Pigs, the va-

cillation following the missile
crisis of 1962, the continued So-

viet presence In Cuba have dis-

heartened our friends."
He termed the Cuban situa-

tion "a grave challenge" which
the United States failed to meet
during the missile crisis.

Rockefeller called for:
Removal of all Soviet

troops and weapons from Cuba.
Endind Cuban sponsored

Communist subversion, sabo--

t a a e and guerrilla warfare
against other Latin American
countries.

Giving the people of Cuba
the chance to freely choose
their type of government.
