sand storms

tornadoes
played a game of death and de-

struction across the Southern
Plains Sunday, stirred up some
of the worst sand storms since
dust bowl days and left at least
19 persons dead.

Scores of persons were in
jured and hundreds of homes
were wrecked or damaged.

one or tne hardest hit areas
in the tornado belt was the
southwestern Iowa hamlet of
Yorktown. A twister tore a two-mi-

swath of destruction down
the main street, left an elderly
woman dying in the rubble of
her home and damaged nearly
every otner building in town.
Twenty-eig- persons were in-

jured.
A dozen other tornadoes in

Iowa, . Kansas and Missouri
killed five more persons and
wrought widespread destruc-
tion.

sand and dust
storms blotted out the sun in
Oklahoma and rasped across
the Texas Panhandle. At least
eight persons died in traffic ac-

cidents blamed on the swirling
sand.

Screaming winds and hail
storms thundered over the
Plains until late in the day.
Three persons drowned and two
others were missing and pre-
sumed dead when high winds

capsized their small boat at
Lake Tawakoni, Tex.

O.G. Smith, editor of the Hig-gi-

(Tex.) News, said the dust
storm there was "one of the
worst storms since the dust
bowl days of the 1930s." Resi-
dents at Wichita Falls, Tex.,
said the billowing dust looked
like a giant wall as it bore
down on the city.

Clam survival

OLYMPIA, Wash. (UPI) A

team of fisheries department
technicians will hit the beaches
near Moclips with the low tide
this week to try to find out how

many clams survived last
month's killing oil spill.

Assistant Fisheries Director
J. E. Lasater said results of the
tests would determine if an

eight - mile stretch of beach
could be reopened soon to clam
diggers.

"It will all depend upon the
abundance of clams in that
area, Lasater said. If there is
a sufficient number of clams,
digging can be permitted to re
sume.

But, Lasater said, if there are
only a few clams left, the ban
on digging will be maintained
to make sure that the clams
which survived the oil will live
to reproduce.
