ebbie Martorano was at a real
estate conference in Las Vegas
last year when COVID-19 began
to grip the country.

The RE/MAX real estate office where she
worked as an agent transitioned its staff to
working from home. As the housing market
slowed temporarily, Martorano began
reaching out to her clients.

“I spent the first month calling every client
I've ever had, just asking, ‘How are you doing?
Is there anything I can do for you?” she said.

Corinne Bettesworth, Managing Principal
Broker at RE/MAX and longtime friend of
Martorano, described Martorano as a deeply
caring individual.

“She’s honestly one of the greatest humans
I've ever known in my life,” Bettesworth said.
“Her clients aren't just another person in her
database. They become her family and she
takes extremely good care of them.”

Martoranos spirit of selflessness hasn't gone
unnoticed in the real estate community. The
Central Oregon Association of REALTORS
(COAR) will present her with their REALTOR

of the Year award at the 2021 EnCOAR
awards on June 7.

Martorano is currently a committee member
for the Grievance and Professional Standards
committees at COAR. She also volunteers
with The Giving Plate in Bend, and with The
American Red Cross.
