Camp Harney, Harney City is now 
located, having sprung into exist 
ence in 1885, and when Harney 
County was created by act of legis­
lature, 1889, Hartley was declared 
to i>e the temporary county seat

In April 1889 the first county 
officials took their oath of office 
and commenced their duties The 
first county officers to serve in Har­
ney county, and who were appoint­
ed by Governor Sylvester Pennoyer 
were: Thomas J. Shields as Judge: 
Benton James and Lytle Howard 
as Commissioners; W E Grace as 
Clerk; A A Cowing us Sheriff: W 
E. Alberson a- Assessor, appointed 
by the court, Wm Harvey, appoint­
ed t>y the Governor, but refusing to 
qualify; Miller as Treasurer; C. B 
Biker, County School Superinten­
dent; and W. R. (¡radon as Survey­
or.

In June 1890, the first genera! 
election was held in Harney County, 
at which Burns, receiving a small 
majority, was after a long and ex­
pensive contest, duly declared 
county Beat of Harney county.

What is now Harney County 
wao once school district number 
one, with a little, one-roomed, one 
story school building, situated just 
outside of the present limits of the 
of the city of Burns on the road 
leading to the Stancliff bridge.

Since then and the settlement of 
this section, consequent upon the 
throwing open of the reservation, 
numerous school districts have been 
created and there are now, at this 
time, many districts and many 
Bcliool houses, wherein hundreds of 
children are being educated to bet­
ter citizenship and a higher life.

the present time The high prices 
are undoubtedly keeping many out 
of tbe business who would other­
wise purchase breeding stock mid 
begin growing sheep, says the Den­
ver Reeord-Stocktuan. It seems to 
be a popular thing just now toad 
vise such people to go blow and 
keep out until prices go lower. But 
they want to know bow long they 
will have to wait. To steak truth­
fully, there is every indication that 
sheep prices will lie a long time go­
ing down. There is a shortage all 
over tbe world and with lite mutton 
consumption steadily increasing it 
will take time to get the supply 
back to normal, if indeed it ever re­
turns. 1 
breeders are showing a disposition 
to hold on to fheir breeding stock 
and to save their ewe lambs, the 

. percentage of ewes that are going 
to the slaughter shows little de­
crease. The present high prices 
are a temptation and many are sel­
ling their ewes as weil as well as 
their wether lambs. Under these 

- conditions it is doubtful when low­
er prices may be expected, 
tainly not this year or next 
buyer, are contracting next 
wool crop at prices fully as strong 
as were puid this year and are 
looking for no decrease in the price, 
of wool.

It is certainly not a good tint» to 
go in heavy in sheep but almost 
any man would be safe in purchas- 
ing a small Hock and getting into 
the business. Tim outlook for 
both wool anil mutton is such as to 
justify the risk even at present 
high prices.

For several years the country 
has been eating up its sheep. If 
everyone is advised to keep out of 
the business because prices are 
high, there will be a steady dimin­
ishing supply.

LIVERY B AR IM IN OONSECTION.

Chns. Becker, our well known I 
Stockman, has tnis to suy of the cat­
tle situation in an interview in the 
Baker City Democrat:

Charles lle.-ker, of Indian Creek, 
Malheur county, is in the city. Mr . 
Becker has for thirty-five years 
been engaged in cattle raising, dur­
ing most of which time he has been 
one of tbe largest individual owners 
of cattle in Malheur county. He is 
still in the business on a large scale 
but as he terms it, “is working for 
the butchers.” This observation 
was made by Mr Becker in discuss­
ing the cattle. The facts were 
brought out Hint under the present 
ruling prices the producer was mak­
ing little profit while the butcher 
and packing houses were reaping a 
baryest. The only remedy Mi 
Becker sees is tn government own-1 
ership of railways. At present 
freight rates are fixed in tbe inter­
est of the packing houses and there 
is no relief for the producer. He 
must take what he can get. If 
this coudition of affairs continues, 
Mr Becker thiuks.every cattle raiser 
will be forced out of business.

a bounty on congers, said 1 
Boise Statesman recently:

According to the best 
knowledge and belief, and 
bail a great deal of {experience in 
this line, a cougar kills al least 20 
deer in one year. Estimating the 
life of a cougar at only two years, 
it will be seen that the death of 
one of these animals means the 
life of al least forty deer.

Over in the slate of Washing­
ton there is a bounty on cougar 
scalps of $5 each. The Ever­
green slate, therefore, pays l2'-_. 
cents each for the preservation of 
its deer. This is too low- No 
man can afford to hunt cougar at 
$5 per head. Hunters will not 
kill on an average more than one 
deer in a year so that one cougar 
causes as much destruction as 
twenty men. If th{ cougar boun­
ty were placed high enough so 

.that a hunter could afforil to 
make a business of hunting them 
it would give the deer more pro 
lection than all the laws which 
sportsmen have been able to de­
vise for the protection of 
people who h tv 
to kill it. 1
