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Canyon Creek Complex Fire Salvage Project
30 Day Notice and Comment Period

The Canyon Creek Complex Fire Salvage Project Prelimi-
nary Environmental Assessment (PEA) is now available for
public review and comment. The Malheur National Forest is
proposing to conduct timber salvage and research within the
approximately 57,800 acre project planning area. The overall
purpose of this project is to recover the economic value of
dead trees and to provide societal needs for wood products,
allow research to quantify the range of conditions neces-
sary to maintain ecological integrity of post-fire habitats for
woodpecker species, and quantify site and landscape-scale
changes to fuel structure and future fire behavior.

These actions are proposed on the Blue Mountain Ranger
District approximately 8 miles south of John Day in Grant
County, Oregon, within the East Fork Canyon Creek, Upper
Canyon Creek, and Middle Canyon Creek subwatersheds
that drain into the John Day River. The legal description is:
