J. No wire curbs, regardless of how padded or
taped, or no chin strap narrower than one-half inch
will be permitted.

K. No tiedowns or hackamore bits (mechanical
hackamore) will be allowed.

L. Asingle animal may NOT be entered in both

N. Stallions older than one year and wet mares
may not be shown in 4-H classes.

0. Horses will not be allowed on trail or jumping
course after it is set up. Riders may inspect course
on foot prior to the start of the class at management's
discretion.

P. No horse will be allowed to compete if tranquil-
izers have been administered within 72 hours of
show.
