Chris Jennings, festival 

director, said selections to note

in the End,” directed by Mylissa 
Fitzsimmons.

“The short fi lm selections will 
have something for everyone, 
and the festival team is working 

to place selections into blocks 

that allow for fi lmmakers to

Head.

Jennings said there will also 

be an update on EOFF Film-

maker’s Fund recipient “Out of 

Character” and “their epic battle 
to make this fi lm over the course 
of the COVID-19 pandemic.”

As of now, 
passes for in-person events will 

be limited to only offi  cial EOFF 

members and visiting artists.
