This leads
Choi to interview the friend, Chad, during
which she finds out that he needs a good
chicken recipe. Which leads Choi to Samin
Nosrat, author of the cookbook “Salt Fat
Acid Heat,” who suggests a recipe for
spatchcocking a chicken.
