Taxpayers to get a kicker from state

Oregon taxpayers can ex-
pect a kicker this year after
the state Office of Economic
Analysis confirmed a $1.5
billion tax surplus for the
2018 tax year, the Oregon
Department of Revenue an-
nounced.

Instead of kicker checks,
the surplus will be returned
to taxpayers through a cred-
it on their 2019 state per-
sonal income tax returns

filed in 2020.

To calculate the amount
of credit, filers can multiply
their 2018 tax liability be-
fore any credits (line 22 on
Form OR-40) by 16 percent.

Keep in mind that the
state will use all or part of
your kicker to pay any state
debt you owe, such as tax
due for other years, child
support, court fines, or
school loans.
