I stances. On leaving him, his last 
words were: “Boys, if you escape, 

'remember me.'' We returned to 
the edge of the bluff, going down 

i to Finnell's creek and discovered a 
large body of Indians on the oppo­
site side of the prairie, that lay close 

* by, but our number being so few, 
we did not think it advisable to risk 
another attack. All of us, with the 
tiBception of Dr. M. P. Bums, took 
to the brush, bnt he kept straight 
on, declaring that he would fight 
until h died.” We considered it 
recklessness, but it was utterly im­
possible to persuade him otherwise. 
We saw him enter the timber on 
the opposite side of the prairie, and 
immediately heard the report of 

i three guns and an Indian yell, and 
very naturally supposed that was 
the last of him. We kept in the 
brush and traveled until dark, and 
then stopped and held quite a con­
sultation as to which course to pur-, 
sue. Some were for returning to' 
Capt Hays's camp, others for mak 
ing the settlements, but we finally 

: concluded to make for the settle­
ments, believing that we could get 
assistance to Col. Moses sooner. 
The weather was very disagreeable . 1 
rainy and dark in the fore part ofj 
the night and freezing in the aft« r 
part.
