A big blast was set oft at Upper 

Scaia Springs last Saturday evening 
and did not cause over >ioo<iam ige. 
One large pie of rock went through 
the barn with tile <>ther outhouse* 
more or less damaged from flying 
rock. A heavy blast was also set 
off in the canyon, lietween Sala. 
Springs and Berryvale, a few day’s 
ago, whert the de«-p open cut is to 
be made through the ridge in place 
ot tiiniwl as first prop>*'-d The 
foundations for the bridges at and 
below Bailey's are completed, but 
the bridges ha«l not arrived at last 
accounts, although expected daily 
from the east. As soon as the 
bridges arc finished, the track can 
ta-sjieedily laid for several miles in 
this county toward the Upper Soda 
Springs.

The potholers have sunk several 
holes in the hillsides below Soda 
Springs, for blasting <>ut the’road- 
way for railroad, and in a very short 
time the graders will Im? as busy as 
ta-es all along the route between 
Bailey’s and Upper Soda Springs, 
and also in the Big Canyon between 
Soda Springs and Berryyale, where 
blasting is no'.v carried on t<> prepare 
for grading.

The heavy blast of 10 tons of 
powder, to ta- set off near Soda 
Springs by electricity, 
Iteen exploded, as the 
not vet arrived, and the man engi 
neering the job has gone to Sail 
Francisco, probably to make the 
necessary arrangements.

In the canyon ta’tween Uncle 
Dick's and Soda Spring*, the road 
runs back about 2' miles, making 
three track* within a width of three 
mile , and crosses the Sacramento 
river twice above Uncle Dick's Soda 
Springs.

The culverts aie al! completed up 
to Little Ct-.tic creek, and cement 
is n<»w being hauled as rapidly as 
|Hissil>le for point* ata»ve in crowd­
ing the work Next .-utnmer we 
may anticipate railroad building in 
Shasta valley, and talbre another 
winter connection with the Oregon 
road will undoubtedly ta- effected.

It is bclie\e«l that as soon as the 
first fre*het occurs in the Sacramen­
to river the coming winter, the 
bridge it Srxl.i Springs will ta- car­
ried away, a* the river is full of tree* 
and log* cut down bx the right of 
way force in clearing the railroad 
route The deep hillsides in mam 
place* prcv:rtc<i anv chance of cut­
ting up the tree* into small sections, 
b.aici inti t:«i ■ rolled .’. in into 
the stream. After the debris is 
swept away, however, it will take 
but little time to put in a new bridge 
especially if built bv the railroad 
company * men. probably not more 
than a d.u .
