
Mining Property Bonded.

The quartz ledge at the head of 
Wright s creek discovered and loca­
ted by J. 1. Patton a number of 
months ago has b.-eu bonded by 
Benjamin Eggleston, of this place 
who is preparing to prospect it. 
Mr. Pattou had traced the ledge for 
about a thousand feet along thesur- 

, face of the ridge, and had already . 
begun superficial prospect work.. 

Some time ago busine s called u-> Mr. Eggleston has a shaft down 
into a neighboring county, and 
while visiting a friend our attention 
was called to a number of black- 
walnut trees of the Eastern variety. 
One magnifice.it cti' v i.i< are I 
and found its branche. covering a 
yiace of sixty-five feci in diameter. 
The tree was about 20 years old, 
had produced heavily every year 
for more than ten years, and its 
branches when we examined it were 
bending down with the load of fruit 
The proprietor stated that trees of 
that size wire much in demand by 
cabinet-makers, and that he cotild 
get from $50 to $75 (>cr tree. This 
is suggestive. If trees of that age 
and size can be sold for such a price, 
why do not those owning hill lands 
too steep for ordinary cultivation 
set out this tree? Twenty-five trees 
could be set out to the acre. No 
county in the State is better adapted 
to the growth of this tree than Sayi- 
ta Clara. liven if the fruit was 
worth less, which it bv no means is, 
a field planted out to this tree might 
become a mine of gold. To wait 
fifteen or twenty years seems to 
most farmers a long time, but if lie- 
fore that time the present generation 
should pass away the heirs would 
lie in waiting to enjoy the results 
of the prudence of the fathers. The 
most thrifty parts of the world to­
day are those where uch provisions 
for the future have lieen taken.

GROWING THE CHESTNUT.
From time to time (luring the 

pxst few years attention has been 
called to the cultivation of the chest 
nut as offering a remunerative busi­
ness. A. li. Gish, near Los Gatos, 
has an orchard of the Italian chest 
nut now coming into fair bearing. 
This year he will realize nearly 
$300 per acre. There is no fruit 
tree which requires less attention, 
nor is less subject to the ravages of 
the fruit posts. Whenever planted 
these trees do well, but the foothills 
seem (leculiarly adapted to their 
growth. There are many varieties, 
but the one most commonly planted 
is the Italian. The American is 
considered by most people a finer 
flavored nut, but is much smaller. 
There is a Japanese variety, which, 
if it really jxxaesses the fine quali 
ties attributed to it, is unsurpassed, 
both as to size and flavor. The1 
main objection urged ¡igainst the 
chestnut, walnut and similar trees , 
is the great length of lime lx-forv 
they come into beaiing. True, they 
take longer than some varieties of! 
fruit trees, but then the trees con 
tiuue to improve each year for aj 
much greater time than ordinary 
varieties. Like the grape and the 
olive they last for centuries. A 
great part of our foothill land is t .0 
steep for cultivation for ordinary 
crops, but is well adapted to the 
growth of the chestnut, and would 
render handsome returns if set in this 
UUt bearing tree.

It needs 
ilo recommendation. Still si 'inc ob 
ject to planting the trees on account 
of their liability to bleed; to my 
knowledge, there is only one way 
of saving the tree when they have 
once begun te bleed badly, and that 
is by cither grafting in a sucker 
from the root to the laxly of the tree 
alxive the exudaucc of gum, ot in 
sorting a prong from the trunk near 
the root to the body of the tree.

about ten feet and has found the 
ledge to be about five feet in thick 
ne . • Its trend is north and south 
and it pitches or dips to the cast at 
an angle of about 45 deg., a little 
heavier angle than the steep moun­
tain side near which it reaches the 
surface. The ledge is conceded by 
prospectors to be the best prospect 
discovered in this section, and Mr. 
Eggleston, who is experienced in 
quartz mining is confident that it 
will prove a bonanzo. The rock 
yields good prospects in free gold 
all along the surface wherever it 
has lieen uncovered, and a seam of 
dark reddish brown rock from 18 
inches to two feet thick in the mid­
dle of the vein yields abundance of 
free fine gold when jiulvcrizeil in a 
hand mortar.

The northern extension of the. 
ledge, located bv Win. Patton, has 
been leased by Messrs. Hopkins & 
Moon, who are preparing to pros­
pect it thoroughly this winter. The 
uniform richness of the rwk so far 
as tested, and the size and extent of I 
the ledge give promise of a big for-1 
tune for somebody.—[Ashland Tid 
ings.
