A new tug is being built of novel 
eon-druction. It is 72 feet long, 18 
ft beam and 11 fl bold. It is built 
on the monitor plan, everything be 
ing below the decks. A shaft will 
run the entire length of the vessel 
with a propeller at each end. and it 
1» calculated that she will make 15 
miles an hour She is light draught 
and is to lie finished by the first of 
April. Five light draught nchoon 
er» are either fiuishe«! or in course 
of construction at Benicia for this 
firm, nil for the Smith River trade, 
their names being as follows: The 
kntelope, Berwick, Chetco, l>el 
Norte and Eclipse. They are all 
good sued schooners, carrying 
about 180,000 feet of lumber. The 
Berwick 1» already finished and 
probably on her wav to Smith River, 
and the Del Norte is supposed to be 
iti San Francisco by this time The 
others are to be completed by May 
next. This with other vessels that 
will likely ruu to Smith River will 
make a fleet of uo small proportion, 
acd we may expect to see the vallev

John Yocum father of Newt. Yo­
cum ami Mrs. Rubv Rice of this 
place, died at his home in Douglas 
county on the 13th inst. at an ad­
vanced age, having l>een born in 
Virginia, May 2, 1808.

The old man stopped him saving. 
“Mr . when you pass my place on 
the South Um|H|ua, stop thar’ ami 
tell the folks l m not coming home 
till I git a b’ar.” On one of these 
expeditions alxnit three years ago 
while he was setting his traps on 
Cow creek he was struck with par­
alysis since which tune he has Ixren 
comparatively helpless He was 
again struck with parah sis a short 
tin e before his death from which 
he never rallied sufficiently to speak 
His wife and seven children survive 
him and three children arc dead 
We have a s|>ectal reverence for all 
those sturdy old pioneers and truly
