Southern Oregon grows a most 
superior article in the hop line. So 
says our pioneer hop grower, Mr. 
J. S. Denise. This gentleman has 
ten acres of hops on the Applegate, 
which were put in three years ago. 
Last year they did remarkably well 
and this year Mr. D. estimates that 
he w ill have nearly 30,000 lbs of as 
good hops as ever were grown. 
As the best hops arc at present 
worth 18 cts per pound it can lie 
seen at a glance that those ten acres 
will pay a nice little profit. Allow­
ing a very liberal figure forexpenses 
we could still count on $200 profit 
per acre, which certainly is not a 
result to Le despised. Mr. Denise 
grows the variety known as Eng­
lish cluster and he expects they 
will be ready to gather by 1st of 
September. He advertises in this 
issue for hop pickers.

The grain crop is now Ixitig 
housed and prospect* are good for a 
fair yield. It will probably go 25 
bushels to the aere.
