Unpunished murder is still rife 
In the United Itates, some 10,600 
killings having occurred within its 
boundaries in 1896, and 10,000 in 
1895. During ’96 there were 131 
lynchings and 130 legal executions. 
This looks black for us, An army 
of over 20,000 persons has been 
murdered within two years and little 
or no punishment has been infliet- 
ed. In England, with a Caucasian 
population nearly one half of ours, 
the murders number 200 in '96. If 
Britons killed each other like we do 
there would have been 5,000 slain 
in that period. Ignorant juries, de­
laying supreme courts, and a care­
less sentiment amongst our people 
are responsible for this bad con­
dition here .Human life is not 
even comparatively safe, and un­
punished murderers stalk abroad 
confident of security. Mob law is 
gaining in popularity and it is only 
wheu au outraged public assemble 
to take the law|into their own hands 
that we realize upon what danger­
ous ground we stand.

Senator Wolcott, of Colorado, 
has gone to Europe in the interest 
of international bimetallism and 
this move is in accordance with 
promises made by the republican 
party iu the St. Louis pl atform, to 
make au effort to bring about the 
remonetization of silver by inter­
national agreement. The result of 
his errand will be to further the 
cause of silver, whether he is suc­
cessful or not, as many silver men 
voted for McKinley on this prom­
ise.
