Osina, a virile, handsome youth, car­
ried the true patriot’s heart in an en­
gagement, tlie horse of his chief, P«»rez 
was shot.

Tlie lad. by a 
desperate chance, also escaped. A few 
we«»kt* afterward he and Guzman were 
captured

An execution is a semi public show, 
and peoph» who cross the bay to witness 
it are permitted to gather on the outer 
walls of the fortress. On Monday they 
saw again the usual careless and even 
jaunty preliminaries of death. Bands 
playing a lively march air marched ch«»er 
ily into the enclosure. Several hundred 
troops followed, and within the inner 
walls formed a hollow square. Eight 
soldiers separated from the ranks and 
took a stand on a mound forming a slight 
elevation in the square. They hud drawn 
the short straws the mghl before, and 
were to e the bexecutioners.

Six priests then ap|>eured in double 
line. Between them were Osina and his 
fellow-prisoner with hands tied behind 
their backs. They stumbled and would 
have fallen but for assistance. They 
knelt to the ground with their faces to 
the wall ami their hacks to their execu­
tioners. The band stop|»ed playing. A 
priest stepped forward, and gently strok­
ing the Ixiy's cheek, whiiqtered a few 
words of hope and retired to the lines.

The executioner» moved 10 feet for­
ward. 'Ihe rifles were raised and the 
command was given Six shots rang out, 
and two bodies fell forward to the ground 
But the ls/y was not dead. His left arm 
twitched and vibrated Even the sol­
diers, inured to the ncenei« of execution, 
turned their heads, and a groan of horror 
went up from the spectators buddle«I to­
gether along the edge of the great wall 
above. It was a grewsome, blood chill­
ing sight, hut it was only for a moment. 
Another «'ummand was given, and two 
of the firing partv, w ho were heltl to give 
“mercy »hots,” stepped up. One placed 
his rifle almost at the boy’» ba« k and 
fir«*«L 11 was over at last

The spe« tators returned to the city 
barely in lime to see a crowd ab«jut a 
«•rying. hysterical young woman. Min­
gled with the strain» of music were the 
wails of <h*»rair from Guzman’s wife, 
The »hots were still ringing in her ears 
when she read the name of her husband 
in the awful daily bulletin which mean» 
ho much. It is published in the evening 
papers, and is a list of those w ho are t«> 
Im* executed the next morning. This 
grief-stricken woman had not seen the 
list until the sound of the shots told her 
that another order of death had bean 
cam«*«! out. Two little children, ignor­
ant of the caiiae of grief, were at their 
inothei’» sole when the crowd move«! 
alx/utand asked the meaning ol her wild 
incoherent cries.

A few minutes lat«*r a priest was deliv­
erings letter to an agsd, whit<*-haired 
old woman. Il was dated the night be­
fore, and Iwgan : “i>»?ar«*st mother, to­
morrow I die, a patriot for the freedom 
ol Cuba.” The old woman, the lad's 
mother, fainted without reading further, 
for it was her first information that her 
«u/n was to be put tu death.
